SHIPMENTS CONTINUE
$2,500,000 More Gold Arrives
.Sterling Exchange Firmer.
Shipments of gold to J. P. Morgan

& Co. from the Bank of Enpland'a
agent at Ottawa in payment of sup¬
plies bought by them as commercial
agents of the British government lince
the middle of May were increased yes¬
terday to $52,600,000 by the receipt of
an additional $2,600,000 in bars, which
was deposited at the local Assay Of¬
fice. The total gold engaged for im¬

port on the movement since the be¬

ginning of the year now amounts to

$117,320.000, of which $88,146,000 has
come from Canada.
The National Bank of Cuba will

ship to-day $1,000,000 in $5 eagles
and $5«30,000 in gold and silver coin
to Havana. It was stated that this
engagement was not part of the gold
coin which the Philadelphia Mint has
been coining for the Republic of Cuba.

In the sterling exchange market
yesterday a decidedly f.rmer tone was

noted. Demand closed at 4.77:!», com¬

pared with Thursday's closing of
4.76 15-16, and checks were in even

greater demand, closin< at 4.78 3-16,
after selling as high s« 4.78*\. The
recovery in London exchange was at-'
tributed. among other things, to prep¬
arations by bankers here to meet the
July interest and divvlend disburse¬
ments on American securities payable
abroad.

In contrast to the strength in ster¬

ling bill«*, the Continental exchanges
were weak. F'rancs established new
low records at 5.51 for checks* and
6.50--5 for cables. Lires also went to

a new low level at 3.99**g. *
