Travis Always Plays
a Championship Game
Metropolitan Title Holder

Never Takes It Easy
on the Links.

By GRA.VTI.AND RICH
A day or two ago we had the ke» n

pleasure of playing a round of golf
with Walter J. Travis over his native
goltlng heath at (larden City. If was
not only a pl««a"ure jaunt, but a most
instructive one, for of all who have
played golf, in any land, there has been
no keener student of Scotia's gripping
recreation than the Grand Old Man of
the American regime.
This round, in a way, was merely a

friendly, easy going, four-ball match.
There was but one ball at stake, and no

extremely keen competition. And yet
from the beginning to the end of it
Mr. Travia played golf. He played, in
many way«, much the same sort of golf
that be would play in a championship.
Which is to say that he never took his
mind »»ff the cam««» from the first tee to
th-.- eighteenth he played no «¡areles*,
indifferent shot at any stage; he
studied each shot twice before making
it where any unusual angle arose, and
he kept his concentration practically
intact.

This, to our mind, is one of the an-
¦wera to his very brilliant career. Even
in practice, friendly rounds, he makes a

point, and has always made a point, of
developing the proper habit. By never

permitting himself to fall into careless,
slipshod ways and methods, as most of
us do in friendly rounds, he has never,
had to readjust his game when under
the stress of competition. By concen¬

trating in practice there is no extra
effort required to obtain concentration
under fire.

Golf is largely a matter of habit.
And habit here is easily fixed. A few
slight faults, uneorrected, soon settle
into habits that are extremely hard to
break. But the golfer who makes a

study of th« essentials of form, and
watchea these essentials carefully, can

put hi» game upon a sound basis. Only,
there are very few «r.o do- and of
these few Mr. Travia is the leader.
Kach shot holds a keen interest for
him. He makes it a point to plav it as

nearly right as he knows how. In even

his friends'* game there are no half¬
hearted jabs, no careless, indifferent
po'ties, no signs of peevishnees devel¬
oped by home unlucky break. Golf to
him is a game worth any one's keenest
attention ami most careful study. And
that is the way he ha« played golf for
a matter of seventeen or eighteen year*.

While efficient from the tee and
through the fairway, It is upon th«
putting green that the metropolitan
champion rise« to his greatest heights.
This doesn't mean that he wins thn.ugh
his putting alone. Kor he doesn't.
There is probably no one in the game
any «traighter consistently from the
tee, or »ny surer on an approach, so

far as judgment and direction are con-
cerned.

Hut, after all, ¿t is as a putter that
he is so far above normal. The list of
good players with the wood is fairly
lr.rge. There are not *o many who.
can us« their iron« well. But there
are «till fewer who In tournament play

can putt steadily and consistently and
nt times brilliantly but always well.

In gripping his putter Mr. Travis
has adopted a style of his own, differ¬
ent from that of most others. Since
the right hand in putting is supposed
to do most of the work, his right hand
has a full grip of the club, with the
left hand, or the first two fingers of
the left hand, over the right. The
putter Is hold well above the lower
border of the grip, but in the matter
. f stance he admits that he may
chsnge the position of his feet to an
extent at tarious times. In fact, he
has at least three different stances,
with feet close together, not so close
together and still wider apart all de¬
in- ling on his mood. He has been
putting this spring with his feet wider
apart than usual much wider, for in¬
stance than Jerry Travers, who stands
more erect, with his heels almost
touching, or with only a few inches
between.

There were two main facts about his
putting that were more impressive.
One was that upon every putt hit his
eye was on the ball, and it was only
afte: the ball had travelled several
foot that his head moved in the slight-
tst The other was that almost with¬
out exception If his putt missed the
«up which wasn't any too often
the ball went on beyond the hole.
There are many golfers who make up
their minds at every start to always
giv« the ball a chance. But once they
run well past the cup their next at¬
tempt is almost.sure to be timid with
a resultant shot that is well short.
Running on by the cup has no ter¬

rors for the veteran, lie figures in
this cs«e that he has erred on the
right side and so no timidity creeps
in. Not through any one or two at¬
tempts or through any half dozen
but day in and day out he strikes each
putt to get well up until he has long
since developed the habit of giving
the ball a chance. And, as suggested,
habit is the controlling factor in golf.
It is Impossible to say how many mill¬
ion putts made at odd times would
have gone down if only propelled a few
inches or a foot or two feet further on.

But t:ot many of these belong to him

Through Championship Play.
The metropolitan champion admitted

in this round that he had played his
final championship. He doesn't expect
to enter at Detroit, as he figures he is
not able to stand the grind of s six-
day battle, where for the first three
days he might be at his best, only to
be too far below form at the finish to
give a worthy exhibition. It isn't any
matter of fear of defeat, but rather
that he considers it unfair to the field
.«»here at the start he might put out a

strong contender, some one with a good
chance to win, ar.d then at the finish
be comparatively easy prey for tome

one not nearly so good as the man he
ha-l beaten.

But he will still go on playing golf,
and in any three-day tournament will
still be a big factor for many seasons.

For he is still as keen at ever over

the game, and. if anything, as he tayt,
"possibly just s little bit keener all
the time."

beginning in the afternoon. The semi-
Anal and final matches will oe staged
on Wednesday. Coincident with eacl»
round, except the qualification te»t,
are special events, such as approach¬
ing and putting, driving, and, on th«
last day, a handicap. Nearly fortv
lads will tee up for the medal round
to-morrow.

The St. Albans Golf Club ha« been
organized and a tract of 137 acres of
land purchased at St Alban» station,
Long Island. It is planned to nroceed
at once with the construction of a

full eighteen-hole golf course lorn»
8,200 yards in length, on which no
two hole* will be parallel. Those who
have seen the property declare it
naturally adapted for golf purposes,
and that in time the course may bo
developed into one of tiie best.
There are some thirty live acre» of

forest land on the property, with,
ample ravines and brooks to supply
not only natural hazards, hut water in
dry weather. The soil is rich, and
experts say that it will support an«

excellent turf without the aid ot ferti¬
lizer. There are two streams flowir.j;
through the property, one through the
centre and another near the »ide. Tho
location is adjacent to the railroad,
and it Is planned to construct the
clubhouse within a mashie shot of the
station.

By way of comment, D. J. McGuines«,
a Boston writer, has something to say
about the recent national opr»n cham¬
pionship at Baltusrol. He also takes
occasion to iiiention Francis Ouimet.
The two following paragraphs, which
were culled from MeGuiness's column,
need no explanation:
"What an awful howl went up when

Ouimet and Travers played at Brook-
line, in the Lesley Cup competition, a

couple of years ago, when the latter
wa* »rapped at the second extra hole,
losing the contest by 1 up to the Brook-
line youth! It was claimed at the tima
that the gallery which followed th«
match gave vent to its feeling by cheer¬
ing when the New Jersey golfer made
this miaplay, but according to report»
the gallery which followed the final
eighteen holes at Baltusrol, with Mike
Brady and Travers paired, behaved far
worse than any «raliery which has ever
followed an important mat^h in thia
sr-etirn. It is pretty rough when a

player makes his »hot to have the gal¬
lery close in before tho man he is
paired with gets away his shot. Never¬
theless, Brady showed that he wa» a
good ¡oser by »t.ting that if the same
conditions happened in Boston the shoe
would be on the ither foot.

"In all fauni'ss to Francis Ouimet,
the national amateur champion, and
without any alibis of his showinr at
Baltusrol, it would be well for those
who claimed nim the best golfer in the
country for the last two years to wait
a while before they start to take back
wat»r Ouimet was not in good physi¬
cal trim before he started from hie
home to take part in the tournament,
hut after a little rest will start again
to win more honors. Some people are
of the opinion that Ouimet has gone,
but watch him when he starts in the
qualifying round in the United State«
amateur championship a couplo of
months from now
