Officinla of the navy ynrd announced
yesterday that the assembling of ma-
terial has heen going on at such a
rapid rate that they would lay the keel
of tho new battleship Californin enrly
in September. For more than two
months workmen have been at work
arranging the several thousands
tonas of stecl that will compose the
ginnt ses fighter, and it in believed
that the keel will be put in place nbout
September 10,
