Announcement
that an "amnesty law, to indure those
who are in error to return to the good
path and restore peace and order in the
republic," would be issued i a few days
was received from General Carranza
here to-duy. Details were not di -closed
in the message, but it is understood all
the members of the Villa army, except¬
ing a few generals and Villa himself,
may return to their homes without fur¬
ther persecution if they will lay down
their arms.

Since Villa now claims to hare
hemmed in General Obregon, with the
most important Carranza armies, and
to have cut him off from his base at
Vera Crus, the importance of the Car¬
ranza offer and its bearing on peaca
.rill depend on developments in the
next few day-.

Moth Carranza and Villa have lost
their most skillful generals. General
ohrcgon, according to the Villistas, is
either dead or Incapacitated, while Gen-
.ral Angeles, according to the Carran-
zistas, has split with Villa and will not
return to Mexico.
