ROSENTHAL'S WIFE DENIES HUSBAND

In denying the statement of Benjamin 11. Kaufman, former

gantbling partner of Herman F'osenthal, that on the night prior to the

murder Rosentkol, in expectation of brinej bought off. /../<.' packed his

trunks for flight, Mrs. Rosenthal surears:
"I always packed my husband'«, clothing and my own. On the night of

July 1.1. 1912, our trunks were nut packed. We were not ready lo go

away. I had no intention of going away, and. so tar as I know, my hus¬
band had no intention of going away at that time, and I believe he could

not have had any such intention without my knowing it. He said nothing
to me about it, and, on the contrary, the las» word I had from him regard¬
ing his movement«) for the next day was that he and I »err lo go down

"Apelbaum did not bring me a message from Sullivan. He never brought

me any money.
"I never heard my husband, just before his death or at any other time,

say he was to get $15,000. or li,000, or any other sum of money in considera¬
tion nf his leaving this city."

Recker in the Elks' Club, arid the affi¬
davit of Kdward G. fîinty, of Danhury,
Conn., thHt Rose said he had held out

I5,0(i0 of the $6,000 given him to spend
in kidnapping Rosenthal, were detailed
by Mr. Cockran.
"Rose, in his talk with newspaper

men last Thursday night," Mr. Cock¬
ran said, "stated that he had tollecfed
$50,000 for Becker. I hope the District
Attorney w'ill put Rose on the stand
and ask him to »sil where he got that
money."

Says Motive Was Lacking.
Rccker was without motive for the

killing of Rosenthal, the attorney de¬
clared. Rosenthal had promised not to

squeal, and was preparing to leave the
city before the time set for Ins inter«
view with Mr. Whitman.
"Why, then, should he want to kill

Rosenthal?" Mr. Cockran asked. "If
Mr. Mantón had known of the.-e fact.«
at the second trial that oue-tion would
have been submitted to the jury."
