BULGARS TO FIGHT
TO GET MACEDONIA

{By Cable to The Tribuns. |

Lugano, Aug. 10.—Discussing Bul-
garia's demand for the Macedonian
territory now held by Serbia as a
quid pro quo for joining the Allies,
“Le Tribune de Géneve" suggests a
middle course between the Allies’
proposed guarantee of such cession
and Bulgaria’s refusal to move until
put inte actual possession of Mace-
donian territory.

This middle eourse is nothing less
than the provisional occupation of
Macedonia by Frencn, British or
Italian troops, with the understand-
ing that the territory be ceded to
King Ferdinand at the end of the
war, Serbia receiving compensation
in Bosnta. It is pointed out that this
solution of the difficulty would not
be really unwelcome to Serbia and
would put an end to the mutual dis-
frust existing hetween the two king-
doms. Bulgaria in such case would
find il wunnecessary Lo maintain
wroops on her frontiers,

Paris, Aug. 10.—A Havas dispatch
from Salonica states that Russia,
(ireat Britain, France and Italy have
made a joint communication to Bul-
garia with a view to the collabora-
tion of that nation’ with the Allies.

This action is in response to Bul-
garia's request on June 14 for infor-
mation concerning the advantages
she might expect in exchange for
her active co-operation with the

Quadruple Alliance.
