Manager Alleges Unfair¬
ness in Recent Attack by

Stock Companies.

SAYS /ETNA MAN
MISQUOTED HIM

Oov. Whitman to Dismiss Com¬

plaint Apainst F. S. Baldwin,
Is Report at Albany.

F. Spencer Baldwin, manager of the

State Insurance Fund, replied yester¬
day to charges of unfair and discour¬
teous treatment of the stock insurance

companies made to Governor Whitman

by J. S. Rowe, vice-president of the

.Etna Life Insurance Company. He

turns the charge of unfairness upon
Mr. Kowe. and takes occasion to defend
the insurance provisions of the work¬

men's compensation act and state fund
insurance against the attack made en

them by Mr. Rowe in the name of the

..Etna company.
"It ia an old maxim." he says, "that

the accuser should have clean hands.
Mr Rowe in his charges garbles one of

my sentences and quotes me as making
a statement far more sweeping than I
made This hardly seems fair "

He goes on to criticise Mr. Rowe for
accusing him of intent to deceive pol-
icyholders. for issuing letters and ad¬
vertisements designed to discredit the
state fund and for making public the
charges he presented to Governor
Whitman before the Governor took ac¬

tion.
In regard to the insurance provisions

of the compensation act, attacked by-
Mr. Rowe as giving undue advantage
to the state fund as against the stock
companies, Mr. Baldwin says the pro¬
visión only makes competition between
the two fair and equal.
"The state fund," he says, "in order

to realize the ful! measure of its po¬
tential usefulness to employers andern-
nlo) es, «hould be a live, active and vig¬
orous competitor of the casualty com¬

panies. Its function is higher than
ser', ing as a convenient dumping
ground for business rejected by the
stock companies. The interests of the
employer tnd employe, not the
interest of the stock companies, should
dominate legislation governing the op¬
erator..> of the state fund.

"I regard it as a mandatory duty to

use all legitimate resources of argu¬
ment and persuasion to bring employ-
en lnt< the täte fund and to hold
them there against the pressure of

company representatives
profits at the expens«

.mployers enticed away from th<
slate fund."

In regard to the argument thr.t the
fund protection should the
eorr-por.sation law prove unconstitu¬
tional. Mr. Baldwin suys that, since a

recent opinion oí the Court of Appeals

JAIL AS ALIBI
FREES GANGSTER

Accused of Highway Robbery.
Prisoner Proves He Was

in Workhorse.
Better half a \ear in Blackwell's

than a lon^ ng Sing. Joe Will¬
iams, whose official title as an Last
Side ganp leader is "Joe the Wop,"
proved this yesterday, when he escaped
a charge of highway robbery in Mount
Vernon in October. 1914. and a possible
twenty years "up the river" by show¬
ing that he was serving a six months'
-entence on the island at the time the
crime took place.

William Hobby, a brewer, of Mount
\ernon. who was robbed of $5.000, posi¬
tively idenl fied Joe as one of the men
who had heid h im up. Detectives of the
New York Police Department, as well
«s Mount Vernon officers, were certain
that he was one of the robbers. The
Wesu-hester prand jury indicted him
and he was taken to the White Plains
jail to await trial. Then Joe's lawyer
Rudolph Stand, of '70 Broadway
sprung his alibi, and his client was re¬
leased. Probably no gangster was ever
more grateful that he had been sent to
jail.
New York detectives pounced upon

Williams at the line-up in Police Head
quarters a few days a»... and held him
for the Wcstrhestei authorities. When
the Mount Vernon police came to i;et
him they brought with them Mr. Hobbv,
the victim of the robbery, dut of a
line of twenty-five men that man
picked Joe as his assailant. S

"I could never forget that face," he
said positively

After he had protested that he was
innocent the gangster summoned a law-
ver and told him his alibi. Mr. Hand
looked up the records and found that
"Joe the Wop" had been sentenced to
Blackwell's by Judge Wadhams in May,
1914, andt that he had been discharged
from the Island in December of the
same year. When he presented these
before Judge Platt in White Plains
yesterday and demanded his client's
release the judge was forced to comply

WALSH MENDACIOUS,'
GOVERNOR CHARGES

Colorado's Executive Calls Com¬
missioner a "Mountebank."
Denver, Aug. 29 Governor George

A. CarWon to-night issued a statement,
charging that Frank P Walsh, chair¬
man of the Federal Commission on In¬
dustrial Relations, had spread "menda¬
cious statements" regarding the politi¬
cal and industrial condition in Colo¬
rado.
"Mr. Walsh, with vicious and subtle

cunning, ia imputing the domination of
Rockefeller to an overwhelming ma¬

jority of Colorado's citiiens," the Gov¬
ernor says. "With the sophistry of the
mountebank and the prestige of Federal
authority, he slyly seeks to transfer to
our people the prejudices of the nation
against this man of wealth.
"After a sene> of million dollar opera-

bouffe hearings, he would convey to the

[nation the idea that the majority of our

| c'tlzens, who in the last election regis
'ered their ] rötest against violence in
labor disputes, had no knowledge of »he
facts or were corruptly influenced."

Viter declaring that the people ol the
stBte at the UM4 election deliberately
decided aftinat strike violence, the
Governor continued:
"By nature a mountebank and a sen-

jsationalist, he Walsh did not tell the
.truth because the truth concerning
Colorado is not wanted by the yellow
press of the nation and those anarch
istic elements whom be represents."

BULLOCK RAPS
TIRED ALDERMEN

Says $3.000,000 Debt Was Piled
Up While They Rusticated.
Th» Board of Aldermen is accused

of hnving failed in its public duty and
brcken the law, :n an open letter sent
to Ceorge McAneny. president of the
board, by William Bullock, director of
the Rureau of City Inquiry. The spe¬
cific violation charred bv Mr. Bullock
is that while the Alderm*n were awny
on their eleven weeks' vacation this
and last year, corporate stock to the
nmount of $2,747.752 has been voted by
the Roard of Estimate and Apportion¬
ment Bnd added to the city debt with«
out the final and controlling action
thereon by the Board of Aldermen
called for by the city charter.

Mr. Bullock said ir. part: "The char¬
ter ailows r<x weeks for action by the
Board of Aldermen on corporate stock
appropriation«. On September Id an
additional $lôS,014 in corporate stock
will become a. tax burden without ac¬
tion by your board. The two p'o-
longed vacations \oted themselves by
the Aldermen, therefore, will have
added $3,206,914 to the ritv debt with¬
out any of 'he many items making up
thia sum having received the slightest
attention of your board.

Thr1 Aldermen with their elev¬
en weeks receivi salaries,
or $500 for räch working day in the
period.

URGES ^AD" BOY
CLEARING HOUSE

Wallstein Wants Change
in Dealing with Juve¬

nile First Offenders.

WOULD UTILIZE
OLD TRUANT SCHOOL

Change Far less Costly than
Present System, by Which

I ads Are Made Criminals.

A home of detention an..I Clearing
house for iuvemle delinquents is advo
rated for New York bv Commissioner
of Accounts Leonard M. Wallatein, fol¬
lowing an investigation by him at the
instance of the iustices of the I 'hi!
.lien's courts.
Cnder the present system the jus¬

tices hnve only the option of finding
the offender or of sending him to a

reformatory for a lone term. Almost
8,000 hoys are arraigned each year on

various charges and.at least half of
them are making their first appearance
in court. If these nre committed to
the House of Refuee for an avernge
sente-ice, the cost lnid upon the city
for their keep is 1270.61 per capita.
Commissioner Wallatein points out in
his report that if the delinquents in¬
stead could be remanded to a bous- of
detention for observation their cost
to the city would be less than $17 per
capita.

Efforts to induce the Children's Vil¬
lage, the Jewish Protectory- and the
Catholic Protectory to take children
for a short term have elicited the re¬

ply that these institutions were edu¬
cational and corrective, that the de¬
sired results could net be obtained in
less than eighteen months or two

years, and that the presence of short
term inmates would be detrimental to
discipline.

Since the Children's Court has been
unable to obtain co-operation in the
matter of short terms, Mr. Wallstein
was asked to consider a remedy for
the present condition.

"In numerous cases," the Commis¬
sioner's report reads, "the justice is
convinced that the bov cannot 'e dealt
effectively with by immédiat'.' return to
his home, even under the lupervi Ion
of a probation officer, nnd yet does not
merit a long tel m.
"There fore, the Children's Court

needs facilities for the observation, su¬

pervision and care of boyi for brief
periods, for their separation from old
condition.; and aasociations without
placing them in contact with repeated
offend« r in reformatory institutions."

Mosl of the other larr-e ri'ies of the
Tinted States are already u«ing the
detention house to deal with their ju¬
venile delinquent problem, and Corn¬

ier Wallsteip -'igcc^ts that the
plant of the Brooklyn Truant School
might be used for 'his purpose in New
York, with the outlay of only a small

nt of money. This dea is entire-
Iv satisfactory to the justices of the
< hildren's Court, nnd i' will he re

ferred to the Mayor for his approval.
