M. Johnston, the new lawn tennis emperor of America, who won as a cham¬
pion should win, and Morrie McLoughlin, the beaten idol, who lost as only
a champion should lose.

McLoughlin, starting with a smashing sweep, set th« pace for one set
Rut from that point on he was battling bravely against a defeat that was as

inevitable as Fate. One oldtime surge forward and from fhat time on, fight
as grimly as he could, he never hsd a chance.

Worthy of the Laurel.
In the young Californian who supplanted Norris Williams yesterday as

lawn tennis ruler of the realm America has a champion deserving of all the
laurel his brow can hold.

A week ago the three prrentest lswn tennis stars in the U. S. of A. were

[rated as McLoughlin, Williams and Behr. No luck of the draw put Johnston
on top, but one by one he cut each of these down In turn, outplaying all three
so impressively that no doubt retnsins as to who No. 1 must b« for the next

rstlng.
It would have taken great tennis to beat any one of this trio. To heat

all three in turn required championship play at its highest point the hand,
the head and the heart of m champion who belongs at the top.

The Clot-iing Act.
None who saw that match yesterday at Forest Hills between Johnston and

his beaten rival can ever forget two features.
1. The way McLoughlin, with only one point between him and defeat, on

stroke after stroke, rallied and fought back until the time csme when sheer
grit could no longer stand before superior play.

2. The way Johnston, balked of that one needed point in the fourth
match, almost rushed from his feet with victory at hand, refused to be stam¬
peded, but continued the battle until the tide came his way.

Johnston had the craft to play his skill at critical moments against Mc-
Loughlin's weakness, back hand against back hand, and with this craft he
had the skill to rush his Judgment through. As fine ss McLoughlin and Will¬
iams are, Johnston, as he has played in the big test, belongs at the top a

regular champion minus the essence of any fluke.

That Strain.
Whether or not the Phillies are upon the verge of snapping under the

justly celebrated strain is something only the next few week« can show. Put
neither Phillies nor Braves have made any impressive championship showing
these last few days, and if it wasn't for the Dodger hoodoo on the road there
might bs a Brooklyn antham to chant.

The
only tip we can launch is that all players we have talked to figure at
the ultimate showdown the one club that will stand up better is none other than
the Braves. These rival players all figured Philadelphia's best chance was to

start this Western trip with a safe lead. Rrooklyn pruned that to a pin point.
There isn't a good, sound bet left in the field.

The East is not only the East, but th« West is undoubtedly the West if
not even more so.

It has been many a shifting, crimson moon before any one section has
cleaned up as tidily as the West hss this season in the two playing sports
golf and lawn tennis.

We mention these as th« two playing »port« against baseball and football,
which, essentially, in so far as the major part of the public is concerned, are

spectatorial affairs.
In the various leagues there are 10,000 ball players represented, agsinst

6,000,000 spectators. In the lsrger 'ootball games there are several thousand

players represented, against a million or so spectators. But in golf and lawn

tennis there are over a million players for each Kamt, ajralnst far less that

number of spectators.
Briefly, as the saying is, more people wstch bsseball and football; and

more people play golf and tennis.

Yale, Princeton and Penn
Win in First Round at

Greenwich Club.

DYER AND MUDGE
AMONG NEWCOMERS

Keen Contests the Rule in Singles
Matches in Afternoon Round

of Tournament.
With an unusual number of new

players, the annual tournament for the
intercollegiate golf championship« be¬
gan yesterday over the links of the
Greenwich Country Club. As usual, th«
six days of plav began with team

matches, and a« a result Yale defeated
Harvard by a score of 7 points to 2;
Princeton -.von from Williams, at 8 to
1, and Pennsjlvania beat Cornell at
7 to 2.
For the first time in the history of

the Intercollegiate Coif Association,
the West was represented. The Uni¬
versity of Illinois team won the West¬
ern intercollegiate title only last week
and was fortunate enough to draw a

bye yesterday. The matches to-day
will be between Illinois arid Yale and
Princeton and Pennsylvania.
Through graduation, such men as

Edward P. Allia, ¡id, the intercollegiats
individual champion, who was former¬
ly captain of the Harvard team; I.oui«
M Washburn, of Princeton, and
Clement H. Webster, of Pennsylvania,
were prevented from competing.
'Among the newcomers, however, wer-

| Franklin W. Dyer, of Pennsylvania;
Dudley H. Madge, of Ynle, who won

I the medal In the qualifying round of
I the national amateur championship
last week, and S. Davidson Herron and
I». Clarke Corkran, of Princeton.
Four-ball contests were scheduled

for the early part of the day. while.
competition In the afternoon was con-

fined to singles, a point being award¬
ed for each match. None of tne four-
ball affairs wa.« of more than ordi-
nary interest, and only one of them
was at all close. Horace Wyman and
D. I). Cooke, of Cornell, were success-
ful ncrainst J. H. Gay, 2d, and N. H.
