Commissioner's Report Tells of

For every prisoner confined in eus

tody of the Department of Correction
the City of New York has to pay $244.37
a year, according to the annunl report
of Commissioner Katharine H. l'avis,
to be filed with Mayor Mitchel to-day.
It costs $10.18 a year for tho wearing
apparel of one prisoner, $70.RÄ to feed
him, |(.5.8S to guard him, $29.OS to for-
nish his cell with light and heat, $4.40
for medical service, and $1.74 to wash

are not included in this catalogue of
cosis.

Fight on Drug Evil.

Consécutive steps have been taken to

possil " to secrete drugs has
been prohibited; a system of medical

segregation and definite
treatment of drug addicts have been In-

d, and a programme of investiga¬
tion has been adopted, in co-operation
with the police, so as to discover and
apprehend any employe enguged in the
¡.licit smuggling of drugs.
A scientific dietary has been promul¬

gated tu provide more variety and bet¬
ter nourishment to the inmates than
ever before under the 16 cents daily
per capita allowance. A reduction of al¬
most 2 cents per inmate per day
amounts to a total saving to the city
of 186,500 annually, despite the increase
in the price of food.
A medical survey has been made In¬

dicating how the medical and surgical
facilities of the department may be
made adequate. The Commissioner
urces the appointment of a chief medi¬
en officer for the proper formulation

operation of a complete medirá]
programme in the city penal institu¬
tions. The fact that of 489 consecutive
new admissions to the workhouse some

888, or 80 per cent, were shown by spe¬
cial study to he suffering from con-

tngious blood and loeal diseases, indi¬
cates the medical problem of the de¬
partment.
For the "prison stripe" uniform for

men prisoners in the workhouse and
penitentiary a uniform of solid color
has been substituted, and for the wom¬
en a uniform of cheeked seersucker in
place of striped bed ticking material.

More Keepers Needed.
The number of keepers and other

employes is entirely inadequate, it is
said.

In the latter part of the year a re-

que-t was made to the Board of Esti¬
mate for special revenue bonds to pro¬
vide for the employment of the addi¬
tional keepers, which request was al¬
lowed. Private funds provided a super¬
intendent of women, two nurses at the
workhouse and a farm superintendent
at New Hampton Farms. The number
of keepers in the employ of the de¬
partment on December 81, 1914, was

2."i7. The inmate population on this
date was 6,426, which allowed propor¬
tionately one keeper to every twenty-
one men, more than twice the number
cared for by one keeper in the state

prisons and reformatories. Commis¬
sioner Davis strongly urges financial
provision for h considerable increase
of force, in order that the department
can be safely and efficiently adminis-
t. led.
On the question of general policy.

Commissioner Davis concludes with
these remarks: "On taking charge of
Ihe department, January 1, 1914, I
realized that many changes Were de-

rabia and set about at once to sur¬

vey the situation, to determine a policy
ai d to plan our course. To this plan
wo nre steadfastly adhering. We are

willing to experiment, but we believe
in experimenting slowly and without
incurring dangers which come from u

ieat impatience with difficult con¬

ditions, and too great anxiety for im-
provement more rnpid than is war«
ranted by the human and physical ma¬

chinery at our command, if new wine
ii poured too rapidly into old bottles
wo know the consequences. We believe
in progress toward the highest Ideals
attainable, but we belreve în making
it in a sane and safe fashion, which is
the surest road to permanent success."

TEACHERS NEED UNION.
IS GOMPERS'S ADVICE

Promises labor's Aid In Effort
to Better Themselves.

ßamuel Gompers, president of the
American Federation of Labor, yester¬
day issued an official appeal to teach¬
ers in the t'nited States to form unions.
He said:
"Teachers throughout the country

are reaching the conviction that they
mu«t help themselves if they wish bet¬
ter things.
"Teachers hare been prevented from

adopting prartiral methods heraus* of

false standards and so-called sentimen¬
tal motive«. They have been told teach¬
ers receive higher pay than mere wages.

They have tried to keep the atmosphere
and traditions of a 'profession' lest

they lose caste with 'influential' citi¬
zen ».

¦lers may idealize and exalt the
teachers' mission. The common people
will help them get higher pay. In a

town
" teael «"-had

served for many years and received
I y<;tr. The women's club of that

town, an association of 'public spirited'
philanthropists and uplifters, re¬

quested tho school board to instruct
the teacher that her outside employ¬
ment to increase her earnings was be¬
low the dignity of her profession.
"Teachers must organize. The school

system belongs to the people and must
be adapted to their needs. If the
teachers organize to occupy the place
in that system that is theirs by right
of service, they will infuse into it tha
spirit and practice of democracy.

"Tho teacher must get in touch with
the life of the whole nation. Into the
srhools come children from all manner

of homes. If teachers are to help
solve the nation's problems they can¬

not hold themselves aloof from the
great masses of its citizens.
"To organize and protect and pro¬

mote their right-i and welfare the
teachers will receive the unfailing sup¬
port of all organized labor."
