out in the second net with an elghr.-
column head, "Booze Kxpert Tu-n*

Temperance I'rearher," we realized
that Georgs Cohsn had chosen town'..,'

The rualiration came as a shook, for
the first act of "Hit-thc-Trail-Holli-
day" was a remarkably true, deft and
interesting; picture of the barber shop
in a small town. Save for the fact
that the hero was shaved in two min¬
utes and thirty seconds, there wai

hardly a touch which did not turn

With Billy Sunday, only slightly dis¬

guised as Billy Hollldsy, for a hero

comedy. B'ft on« not did not commit
thiri rsrsatlle playwright Comedy
was abandoned after the hirst act for
farce, und this medium, although well
handled on the whole, whs n..t near!.'
so well suitod for the adequate por¬
trayal of Billy Sunday as a more
«crions play would have been.
George « ohan is dramatically liberal

handed in "Hlt-the-Trail-Holliday."
1 hers are ever so many if "".I
tions, an abuiidntice of fun, good lines
ir-ilore and u liberal supply of well
drawn characters. But for all thai

i'hor ha* been wofullv niggardly
in two respects. He failed to ¿it«
last thno acts of the comedy which
tho first uct promised, hut more thin
that, and worse, ho left out the big
reçue of the farce.

The entire play is built on the fact
that Billy Holliday, a bartender, is
forced hy a series of plausible happen¬
ings to make a temperance speech. It
is the first time he has ever faced an
audience, and one hundred persons In
the crowd have come to break up the
meeting. Yet by the force of his per-
aonallty and by bis happy trick of seiz¬
ing an American flag and waving it
Hilly captures his audience and makes
-uch a tremendous impression that ho

on the front pufo (if every paper in
the country n -xt ds]

This is indeed a thrilling scene, but
it is not playd. It happens some time

.on tho first and ISCOnd acts, and
the ssdienee learns what occurred from
an obliging character who is garrulous
iiiui-h to keep it posted.
The author evidently realized that

his audience WOl'ld want to know of
their own eyes and ears how Holliday
did this remarkable thin,»», and so he

gives his hero just the briefest sort of
a speech in the second act. But this
does not suffice.

1'nfortunntely the bit here provided
for Holliday is not eloquent, nor is his

delivery SS indicated by Fred Niblo
moro than passably engaging.

Psrhapl it would bo only fair to

digress at this point in order to suV

thst "Hit-the-Trai!-llo!iday" is excel¬
lent entertainment The audience gave
.¦-.. ry manifestation of delight last

night, even though it was cheated of
certain rights. The puce may run a

In our opinion the sudden switch
from comedy to farce at the beginning
of the second act is a technical blun¬
der.

And the switch
is more than a technical blunder. It

The third act is almost as good a

farce act as *ho first is of comedy and
