SCIENTIST. DEAD

.'rencti Lntnmolouist Was Reck
oned by Darwin One of the

World's Greatest Men.
. »range, France, Oct. 11 Jean Henri

Kai'.e. the entomologist, is dead. He
was born in France in 1828.

Henri Fabre remained almost un¬

known to the world until be was over

eighty rears old, when suddenly he be¬
came recognized as one of the grra»
est seieatisti of the times.
