Moran will have a hear-
ing before Magistrate Cobb of Wednes-
day at 2 p. m

When the re-
porter recovered sufiiciently to grope
for his hat that had been knocked from
his head, Moran reached down, grasped
Denice by the coat collar, drew his
stick and struck him over the temple,

“l guess you'll need an ambulance
now,” Moran remarked, as he started
dragging Denice toward the station
house of the Hth Precinet in Oak Street,
n fow hlocks away.

He was stopped by the npproach of
two policemen from an adjacent post
and by some friends of Denice, who
had been attracted by the crowd.

May Lose Eyesight.

When Denice was taken inte the po-
lee station and Lientenant Jahn T.
Luke had heard the story of the as-
sault he deelined to hold the reporter
on the policeman's charge of disorderly
conduet end sent at once for an am-
bulance, Dr. Augenblick, of St. Greg
ory's Hospital, toak three stitches in
the wound above Denice's left eye. He
remarked that the rrimrwr would prob-
ably lose the sight of that eye.

POLICE NOW HUNT
JOHN ROFRAN

Ex-Deputy’s Brother Dis-
appeared After Grand
Jury Made Report.

John Rafrano, hrother of Michael A.
Rofrans, the former Deputy Street
Cleaning Commissioner accused in the
murder of Michael Gaimari, Tom Fo-
ley's political henchman, has disap-
peared and the police are new on his
trail, too.
