The Harvard team had pnly two first
steing men in its opening link-up, and
these gave way to substitutes after
Harvard had volled up its total ponia
in the first half of the game. Mahan,
Watson and Wallace were with Coach
Houghton watehing proceedings in the
Yale Bowl and the rest of the regulars
were kept on the side lines by orders
of Haughton, given before his depart-
ure. With the Yale game as the ob-

, jective point tn the hsrvard schedule,
lHuughton preferred to take chances
with bBrown.

The opportunities came Harvard's
way early in the game, Although
Brown kicked off ut the beginning of
the game, Hurvard took advantage of u
strong wind st its back and Kelling's
punts steadily gained ground until one
finully went across Brown's goal line
for n touchdown. Hrown's attack was
unsteady 1n the first of that opening
period and Andrews’s punting wes
wenk against the wind, Then came an-
other punt by Rollins, which went over
the Brown line for a second touch-
down, and when Andrews punted from
the 20-yard line the ball wa, recovered
by Kobinson just within Brown's ter-
ritory.

icobinson found Brown's right tackle
for four yords and Enwright added
four more. hLobinson then sent a for-
ward pass to L. Curtls, who was
downed on Brown's Li-yard line. En-
wright and Koilins wdvanced it live
yards with difficulty, aad then Robin-

Pollard was sent into the line twice
in succession at the befnnln‘ of the
dnal querter and guined » yard each
time, Purdy then tried to slip through,
but was stopped on the line of scrim-
mage. Pollard was given the task on
the fourth down, and failed to cross
the line by a mutter of four inches only.

I'hus attack forced Robinson to punt
from behind the Crimson goal line, and
Poilard teceived it on Harvard's 35-
vard line. He raced down the side
lines until he was forced out on the
12.vard line. Andrews went through
right tackle for two yards and Purdy
went through left tackle for two more,
Weeks then ruced to the left of the
field, npparently to take a forward pass.
The pass, however, was made over the
line, Pollard to Farnum, who was
hind the Harvard goal line when he
received it. Andrews kicked the goal.

During the game Harvard made five
first downs from scrimmage and Brown
made twelve, Eight of the latter's
came in the last two periods. Harvard
tried four forward passes, completing
one. Brown's record at passing was
identical.
~ Only two penalties were imposed dur-
ing the game, and ench was for the
offence of interfering with a fair cateh,
Harvard was penalized in the second
‘and Brown in the fourth quarter.
