rested by the truant officer. He added
the playgrounds are the main
cause of truancy at present, because
the boys go there during schoonl hours
to play ball while there i= room,
whereas the Gary plan would keep the
playgrounds in use throughout the day,

and they would be lezs erowded.
‘Two vears ago the Board of Eduea-
tion esxtimated that from forty to fifty

million dollare would be needed for
new school buildings,” coneluded Mr,
Nudd, “if th¢ part time problem was
to be solved. New York doesn't need
the new buildings. but shops, play-
grounds nnd swimming pools, which,
under the Gary plan, would =olve the
problem  of parl time, which
would coeat but $7,000,000,

After watching “The Tourtship of
Then—Now—And To-morrow” we felt
as 1f we had spent an entire afternoon
devouring a chocolate sundae. “The
Depths of Parity” convinced us that it
was a nut sundae,

The first play, written by Anna
Wynne, concerys itself with three pict
ures of courtship. The first is in 1836,
the second in 1916 and the third in
2015. It is mild and soporific, but But-
ier Davenport in “The Depths of
Purity” has murdered sieep, His one-
act drama is exceedingly tiresome, pe-
teulinrly unpleasent and altogether in-
epl.

LESCHITISZKY, 85,
DIES AT DRESDEN

World's Foremost Piano
Teacher and Paderew-
ski's Master.
OFTEN HAD 200 PUPILS
AT HIS CONSERVATORY

Married Four Times— Arose at
Noon, Taught Three Hours,
Thea Took Leisure.

Theodor Leschetiszky, the famous
tageher of-the piano, is dead at the age
of eighty-five. He lived for many years
at Vienns, but more recently at a vil-

lage near Dresden. He was the prin-
cipal mastor of Paderewsk!

Lesch ky made his debut in Vi-
enna it 46 and for seversl years
taught the piano at the St. Petersburg

Conservatory

Theodor Leschetisthy was the most
widely known teacher of pianoforte of
the last half century. He had in his
conservatory in Vienna often ss many
a2 two hundred pupils, and though it
was, of course, impossibie for him to
devote hia time to all of these, any
pupil showing marked ability he at
ence placed under his own direction.

He gave up active teaching about two
| years ago, when he underwent an
| operation for cataract, but up to that
time his work had been uninterrupted
despite his advaneed age, and not one
of his five or sic preparntory temchers
was able to accomplish more in a day
than did his aged master,

Leschetiszky was born at Lancut, in
Galleln, on June 22, 1830, and studied
the plano under Czerny. As a young
man he was u woll known coneert pians
ist, who if he did not rise to the first
!rank became widely known throughout
Europe. Nervousngss, which grew upon
| him, compelled Eim to abandon the
concert field and to devote himself to
tesching. For a time he was u profes-
sor in the conservatory in Petrograd,
but In 1878 he went to Vienna, where
his great fame s o teacher was won,

Here he had among his pupils Pades
rewski, Gabrilowitsch, Annette laslpoff,
| who afterward bacame his second wife;
Arthur Schnabel, Katherine Goodson,
Murk Hambourg and Fannie Bloomfield-
| Zeisler.

Leschetiszky wasa man of strong per-
sonality and greaf vigor, both of mind
and body., He murried four times, his
wives usually being his pupils.
