When Anna Pavlowa was eigned by
the Universal Film Manufacturing
Company for “The Dumb Girl of For-
tiel” she demanded and received $40,-
000 in eash, psid her befors the com-
pletion of the picture, and also retained
a half Interest in the pletures.

There is probably not snother star
in the world who is as alert for money-
making possibilities as the great FPav-
lown. She has a manager who attends
to all minor details of her business,
but when it is a question of dollurs and |
cents she attends to that herself. With
£50,000 which she received from the
Universal she purchased a half inter-
est in the Boston Opera company.

At the time she signed for her ap-
penrance in “The Dumb Girl of FPortiei”
Puviowa was playing st the Midway
Gardens in Chicago, and it was neces-
pary for the Universal to leass Sans
Souel Park and there build a studio,
This studio cost the company over $20,-
000 and was so situated that Iiw!u\\u
