In suspending the lcense of » Boston Studebaker
dealer the Massachusetts Highway Commizxion an
nounces that in the future it will desl severely
with all drivers in reliability runs where speed ls &
factor.

Joneph Donovan, s Studebsker distributer at the
Hub, recently condueted a 1,000-mile rellability run
for advertising purposes. He announced that his
car sveraged more than thirty miles an hour, The
Highway Commission suspended the license of his
eompany, tying up all of ita demonsatrating cars for
one week.

The sction of the Highway Commission !s com-
mendsble, and it is unfortunate for the Studebaker
denler and other sutomoblle dealers that the com-
misslon Ia not powerful enough to put & stop to all
gpeed stunts on the public highways.

Shou nother Boston distributer wish to break
the Studebaker record and do 1,000 miles at thirty-
five miles an hour he might ensily engage & fellow
dealer from an adjoining state to make the run for
him, and thus avold using & car licensed by the
State of Massachusetts. It would then be up to
still another distributer show forty miles nan
hour, and so the competition might continue indefl

nitely.

A muititude of good road sdvo-
incessantly shouting before highway con-
ti about the enormous sums this or that state
spending. The Iarger the appropriation the more
vonderful the progress, Wide publicity is sceorded
the wasting of millions, but it is not tabulated ns
waste, It was netural that we should waste & great
dea! of money when the good roads movemant
ctnrted. There were precious few men in the eoun-
try who knew how to build a road which would meet
the conditlons imposed by the fast motor car, and
much experimental work had to be done; but we
hove paseed, or should have passed, that stage.

It should no longer be & matter of pride to apend
millions for good ronds, but rather to save 50 per
cent of what is going out each year and at the same

time get more lasting results.

Prof. Blanchard Talks on Roads.

Arthur H. Blanchard, professor of highway engi-
neering In Columbin Collegs, sddressed the Auto-
mobile Club of America during the last week on
our road problems. He pointed cut many defects
in our laws and methods.

“Thers sre,* he said, “2,300,000 mMes of publie
highways outside of municipalities in the United
Stutes. There was expended durlng 1914 for the
construction and maintenance of these highwaya
$200.000,000. A conservative estimates shows that
at lesst $60,000,000 was wasted. Of the forty-eight
states, thirty-eight have highway departmentas.
There are over thres thousand countles in the vari-
ous states. The county and township highway work
{s in the hands of 100,000 highway officiala.

“The 12,000 municipalities in the United States
ench has from one to twenty officials in charge of
depurtments whose work pertains to highways.
Pifty per cent of the highwey officizls do not pos-
gess the training and experience neceszary to effi-
ciently and economically perform the duties im-
posed upon them.

“The chaotic conditions and waste of public funds
indieated by the above facts may be attributed
primarily to three factors: First, too intimate re-
Intionship between politics and highway work; see-
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ond, lack of mctive !Interest on the part of the
publie; third, the small number of engineers filling
public administrative positlons which contrel high-
way work.

“The economical construction and maintenance of
highways !s intimately related to and governed by
state and municipal legislation. The Good Roads
Committee of the Automobile Club of Ameriea
should take an active part in securing proper legis-
lation. New legislation is required in the follow-
ing branches of highway work:

“The economical and efficient congtruction
trunk highweys of value to the siate as a whole
should not depend upon a division of money from
bond Issues based upon an equitable apportionment
among the counties. The New York State Constitu-
tion requires such apportionmen:t and should be
amended.

“Some method must be devised in order that the
New York Legislature shall snnually appropriste
sufficlant funds to properly and economically main-
taln improved highways. Legislature after Legls-
ature has followed the procedure of discounting
the estimate submitted by the Highways Depart-
ment. Hundreds of miles of public highways are,
therefore, poorly muin:mp.-u‘

“The current highway law mukes provigion

the construction of state and count}
weeond mnd third class citiez und incorporated vil-
Inges. Consequently New York City, Buffalo and
Rochester are paying in some cases 850 per cent of
the cost of building pavements In the cities of
Syracuse, Albany, Troy and many other important
cities of the second class. At the close of 1014
New York State had paid $1,200,000 toward the con-
struction of streets in second and third clusa cities,

“Legislation should be provided which will guar-
antee that the officials intrusted with the highway
work of the state shall be retained in office during
satisfactory eervice, thu: promoting the perma-
nency of the organization and the efficiency of the
department.

“The wornout residence qualification, which re-
quires that inspectors of construction shall ba resi-
dents of the county within which the highway to be
constructed is located, should be deleted from the
New York statutes. It is evident that It is im-
possible under this regulation to secure the most
capable man from civil service lists. Furthermore,
it 1s obviously unfair to the citizens of many of
the ecities of the state,

"The unwritten law of the State Highway Com-
mission (s to the effect that no state funds shall be
used In the construetion of over a [16-foot width of
any pavement. The heavily travelled state trunk
highways should have a greater width than 18 feet,
and in many cases should be ns wide a3 20 feet.
The highway law should provide for a permissible
maximum width of 20 feet.

“The traffic lnws of New York State should be
revised to properly cover excessive loads, wheel
widths and the use of the public highways by trae-
tion engines, motor trucks and motor 'buses. There
are more than 100 motor 'bus routes in operation
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on the public highways of the state. According to
records, the motor ‘buses carry from five to forty
pessengers, have a rating of horsepower {rom 20
4o 756 and weigh, loaded, from one and one-half to
elght tone. .

“The wretched condition of many of the streets
of New York City could be materially improved by
placing the control of street openings and repair
thereof under tha several borough presidents, who,
in turn, should give the highway departments ahso-
lute control of this important branch of street
maintenance, In the Borough of Manhattan during
1614 the 28,000 openings made in pavemenis were
effected by orders emanating from the Highway
fiureau, the Depsrtment of Water Supply, Gas and
Electricity, the Buresu of Sewers and the Public
Service Commission.”

France Opens Tractor School.

It is already quite evident that after the Euro-
pean war {8 over there will be an immense market
ohroad for the American agricultural tractor, Sev-
ern! far-sighted manufacturers, including Werry
Ford end Rollin White, of the White brothers,
Cleveland, are preparing to supply the demand.

The cheap horse will bo practically wiped out
stepce by the war snd the European farmer
he in a position, with governmental aid, te

o fx
v '.I.I
fake up the cultivation of his lands by motor.

In a recent dispateh from France to “The Auto-
mobile” there was an aceount of the first govern-
ment achool for the instruction of farmers in the
repair and handling of tractora. At this school,
whieli 18 near Parls, the government has provided
five types of tractors, all operated by gasoleng and
all made in America.

This is the opening wedge for the American
tractor trade, and what is being done by France
is only a forerunner of what must be done in
every country where the war has destroyed horses
und men.

Part Payment Plan Works Well.

Harry J. De Bear, the New York Maxwell man-
uger, tells me he is having remarkable suecceas
with his “pay-as-you-ride,” or plain, old-fushioned
part payment plan. He has been selling carloads
of Maxwells on this plan for more than a year.

Walter E. Flanders, president of the Maxwell
compuny, was not in favor of the ldea when Mr.
De Bear put It up to him, and many other pro-
gressive automobila manufacturers have turned it
down, Contrary to their predictions, it appears to
be & success. Mr. De Bear says he has never had
n ear turned back and has not lost a dollar since
the plan became operative,

The company, of course, holds & mortgage on the
ear until it Is entirely paid for. Good references
are required, and, while the company keepa an eye
on the car, the purchuser may drive {t anywhere.
Severs] ears were purchased during the summer
by men who immediately started across the con-
tinent.
