JURY CONVICTS DR. STAPLER

Fir»! Degree Manslaughter for Death
of Woman After Operation.

After a trial lasting thirteen days Di
Andre I.. Stapler, of Chicago, was con¬
victed last evening of BSaaslaBBhtS
the first degree by a jury b* foro Su
preme Court Justice Week«. Stapler
was indicted for causing the death of
Mr». Luise Heinrich on Augus« 23. I01#,
at 500 West tilth Street, where he per¬
formed an illegal operation on her.
During the trial As.«i»tant Distrn-*

Attorney Train declared that Dr. Philip
F. O'H.nlon, former coroner's physician,
had conspired to conceal the cause of
Mrs. Heinrich'« death bv means of a

"fake autopsy." Dr O'Hanlon was

called as a witness fur Stapler. He de¬
nied that he knew Stapler's reputation
or that he accepted money to report
that Mrs. Heinrich died from "acute
fastritia."
The body et Mrs. Heinrich was in the

grave four and a half years before an

investigation of the Coroner's Office by
Commissioner of Accounts «Vállatela
turned up the suspicious records in the
causes of death. The body was ex¬

humed and Dr. OttO Schul'/.e, nn-dical
assistant to District Attorney Perkins,
was able to perform an autopsy and
determine that death was caused by
hemorrhage.

Stapler wa» remanded for «cntence
on January 3.
