"The
looot a woman can liva» on, maintaining
her decency anil health, is $8.50 a

week," Professor William Z. Ripley, of
Harvard Cniversity, told the students
of Valsar College in a lecture on the
minimum wage.
The lecture was attende«» ay a large'

number of students end :iiembfrs of
the faculty.

Professor Kipley showed how the
strength of the Massachusetts Wage
CoBSailoaioa had steadily grown. It did
not undertake, he eai«l, to tackle the

«¡upstion of wages for women at first,
bol begun by getting a law through the

Legislature fur a general eight-hour
working day. Next it took up the prob¬
lem of industrial accidents anil secured
a law on accident insurance. Now it is ,

engaged In standardizing wages for
women.
"How docs the legislature of Massa¬

chusetts decide what i«. a fair wage for
a k,"\«'n industry?" «skid one of the
g'.r'v

Professor Ripley replied that this
aros dOBS bl a committee composed of
representativos from the workers, em¬

ployer.« and outsiders.
"Before the enactment «>f the mm-

¡rnun wage," sanl Professor Ripley,:
"girls earned on an average $.*» a

Weak. Sene earned as much as ?«>."
There was a laugh at this from the

"Fifty three per cent of the f«-msle
