This, of course, waa unfairn--
on the part of the itortj to Hart, Schaffner o\ Marx, who received no

opportur.ity tn make good, as well as to the customer.
"The guarantee of our clothes is unqualified," continued the letter

from the manufacturers, "and if the representations rcgardins, the suit
nro correct tho buyer was cntitled to a new one."

It concluded by requcsting that Mr. Kopf oall at any of Wallach
l.ros. stores (selling agents for Hart. Schaffner & Marx) for adjustment.
At the same linte Wallach Hros. notitied the Tribune Bureau (hat. they
wero ready to handle the eaat,

Mr. Kopf ealled on them. They took the matter up and adjusted it
to his satisfaction. The rosult would have been the same had he taken

the matter up with Hart. Schaffner & Marx irnrnediately upon MatthewsV
rofusal to give him a fair deal.
