solving League.

LOCALS THREATEN
TO WITHDRAW

Report Pleascs Housewives'
Head.Surprises Counsel for

One of Opponents.

Though the work _f Mn Julian W.
Heath, as head of the Houiewives'
I.eague, "ii open to criticiim «nd her
conduct ingenious rather than in-

genuoui," there is no ground to war-

rant ths issuing of a dissolution order
against the league by the State At¬

torney General.

Obermeler, Deputy State Attorney Gen-

a hearing. Tha letter ipeciflcally said,
however, that thia was solely for the

purpose of argument and not for the

.production of any testimony.
