I personal devotion to Mr. Asquith, have
BOW to reckon gravely with the stern

'eeling of their party under the leader-
..hip of Sir Edward Carson. They are
so uncertain of their own ability to
remain in the government that they
can no longer assure the Premier of
their unconditional support.

Finally, Mr. Lloyd George ha- great¬
ly strengthened his position in the !ast
few weeks. He has escaped from the
conditions of "cold storage" in whieh

rs ardent energies had been impris-
oned almost since the eoalition was
formed nearly a year »go. His influ¬
ence has unquestionably increased a" l
result.

Thougli n member of the government,
there is r.n secret about Mr Lloyd
George's position. His temperament ll
more French than Rritish. and he ll in
intense sympathy with the .spirit of
unconquerable energy and will hy
whieh Franc_> has confronted German.
organization.

HU Yiewn Winning (.round.
Mr. Lloyd George is the real leader of

all who detest half measure*, inakeshifts
and delays. Like Antieus returning to
earth. he has unmistakably restored
contact with the origin of his strength.
For months hc was almost laolatod ln
the government and had little rapport
either in Parliament or the country.
Hy some perverse fate the man who
had been nearly all-powerful until the
eoalition was formed and did more than
any ono to bring it about lost ?>.uch
with nearly all eections of public opin¬
ion. He is once more its sure inter-
pre..>r.

Ile had heen too far sighted and too
quick m insilting upon the gravity of
the war at a time when Hritish feeling
was itlll possessed ly com fortalle
fallacies as to the conditions anl rhe
length of the struggle. Now h.s view
has been vindieated by events.

In regard to military ofganiiation
Lloyd George has been the chief advo-
catt- of thoroughne.-s, t.r.ality and cor.i-

pulson. His ideiis have in the main
prevailed. They will equally hav« to
be adopted in some other respects. It

.. safe t.» Ul thal to put him
back again into "cold stoiuge" will be
impoMible. He will hr.vo morc powei
either within the government or out¬
side it.

More Powerful than Asquith.
If he resigned and went into Oppo-

jsition he would now be more Hffinll
than the government itseif. H.s line
would be extremely ah'.e. He would
not commit the fatal mistake of adver¬
tising himself bh a substitute for Mr.
Asquith. Far from that. He would
offer the Prime Minister his full sup¬
port on condition that the right things
were done. He would be ffM to speak
both in the House of Commons and the
country. He would be in a better po-

Isition to impose his policy on the gov¬
ernment than under recent conditions.

Mr. Lloyd George, as every one

knows, is on terms of close friendship
with Sir Edward Carson. Hut he is
too sane to break finally with Mr. Red
mond. The worst of his troubles with
labor are over. He means, I should
imagine, to be a reconciling influence
in the country, as well as a determined
force in the war.
Lnder these conditions Mr. Asquith,

as I have .-aid, is seriously weakertd
both in Parliament and the country. He
is jaded and perplexed, but still ob-
Ftinate and resourceful If he Wtrt
any other man his position would bc
un'tenable.

Incomparable in dexterity. a- he ;s,
a master of poiitical management, the
Premier may possibly survive even the
loss of his prestige in the sight of the
Irish N'ationalists and the Labor party.
At the end of the war he may still be
a' the head of a combination.

Separatf I'owrrr. of Premier.
It cannot in any case be the same

combination. His best course would
be to adopt an exjedicnt urged on him
long ago.
The same man cannot do a Prime

Minister's general work and be at the
vame tiOM an adequate President of a

War Council.
The presidency of the War Council

ought to be a Mparata office, and to
put Mr Lloyd George at the head ..f
it would do more than anything elae
to sriengthen the government. The
Wai Board itself should be remodelled
and Lord Fisher or 'om. other sailor
addtd tn it

This. however. is a solution whieh
Mr. Asquith is not likely to take
