JOINT CONFERENCE

1,000 Union Delegates Gathers
ing Here for Negotiations
Opening June 1.

Amicable settloment of the demands

£ 400000 railroad warkers for an

eight-hour day was predieted yesterday
by officials of the several international
brotherhoods who will participate in
the conference with railroad managers
which will open here June 1. The

union officinls said that they expected

not fewer than 1,000 railroad union
delegates to arrive here to-day and to
morrow,

While none of the officials would

make n statement pending the opening
of negotiations with the railroad man-
| agers, it argued that the roads
would hardly find it a profitable experi-
ment to defy their ermy of employes,
antagonize the public and suffer the
heavy loeses entailed by a strike in op-
posing the eight-hour demunds, They
believed that a discussion of the poasi-
bility of & strike would be unnecessary
at the conference. F. M. Gillette, gen-
eral chairman of the wage adjustment
bonrd of the Order of Railroad Con-
ductors, wae among the officials who
professed to believe that a strike would
not be necessary.

Equally optimistic wers the state-
ments of G. W. W, Hanger, Federal me-
diator, who is attempting to settle the
differences between the New York Cen-'
tral Railroad and 5,000 ruilrond teleg-
raphers and signaimen. Mr Hanger
suid that he felt certain an adjustment |
that would be satisfactory to both sides|
would be reached soon. |
