LAID TO WILSON

Senator Attacks Presi
denfs Changes in

Policy.

(w-paper prasing the President for
having "kept the country out of war."
The mildness of Senator Stone's re-

when a Republiean attacks Wilson's
foreign policy la that the assii.lant is
Ofl a par with Henedict Arnold and
should be hanged without delay.

Mr. Lippitt spoke of the Huerta
regime in 1913, and deelared that the
results of driving Huerta from the
Mexican Presidency were "disorder
and turmoil," and that Mexico was left
distracted "in the terriblc aponies of
factional strife."

Cit->s Wilson's Record.

The President decided in 1"»18 to

abandon further interference, Senator

Lippitt said, and he quoted from tho
Indianapolis speech, in which Mr. Wil-

son said it was "none of his business"
how Mexico managed her affairs, and
that he would use hia influence to see

that nobody interfered.
"This was the President's thought at

the beginning of that year," said Mr.

Lippitt. "But it did not last long. By
June he was again all for interference,
an don June 2 he issued a warning to

the leaders of the Mexican factions,
which was telegraphed to the American

jconsular officers in Mexico for circula-
tion, in which he recited the disastrous
effpcts his policy had brought upon
that country and deelared tbat Mexico
was starving and without government."
Ihe Rhide Island Senator pointed out

how (he President had called on lead¬
ers of Mexican factions to act promptly
to rrlieve Mcxieo's condition, tiireaten-

ing that if their diffVrenccs were not

settled tho I'nited States would be
1 to act. Representatives of

South American countries were invited
hater to join the I'nited States and
Mexican leaders in adjusting matters,
w,thout results, Mr. Lippitt .-ard, after
whieh Carranza was rccognized.
The Senator spoke of the Villa mas-

sarres and the punitive expeditions
that followad Cawaaaa'a recognition
and deelared that Csiraasa BOldisrS
were "lootmg, burning and killing with
ruthless brutality" both before and
af'er recognition of Carranza. Senator
I.ippift quoted the Presrdent's Mexican
note in which the fuli list of Mexican
atroeitiSI was let forth, and said:
