Grand Ball Room After
Notification.

WIFE GIVES HEARTY
GREETING TO GUESTS

Republican Candidate Puts in
His Busiest Day Since
the Nomination.

Chnrles E. Hughes, after his notifica-
tion meeting in Carnegie Hall last
night, gave a practienl and exhausting

demonstration of the faect that the
good old American handshake is with.
out terrors for him,
busiest day and night sinee his nomina-

tion by shaking hands with fully 2,000
men and women who filed through the

prand ballroom of the Hotel Astor.
~ At the candidate's side In the reeoiv-
ing line stond Mrs, Hughes, whose
never-tiring handshake was as hearty
and as unaffected ns
Nest to Mre, Hughes was Mra. William
R, Willeox, then Senator Warren
Hurdy, of Ohio, and finally William R,
Willeox, whom Mr. Hughes has elected
to direct his eampnign.

Practically every one who nttended

the notificution meeting went to the

Astor to greet the candidate in person.

The long line began to file into the
grand ballroom st 10:15 o'cloek and
the last enthusiast had not had his
turn until 11:30, In the brief interval
that elupsed between the close of the
notificution meeting and the opening of
the reception the eandidate found time
to dush to his room in the Astor and
change his collar,
