At division headquarters it was said
that Colonel Baldwin, in issuing the
order, was acting on Ris own initia-

| tive, as no orders in regard to the

armory had gone out from there.

On Méanday Colonel Baldwin coun-
termanded the arder of Colonel Ernest
F. Jannicky, whom he superseded in
command of the regiment, prohibiting
the entrance of reporters to the ar-
mory. The new order 1s said to be
the result of the officers’ determina-
tion to keep the facts of the alleged
shortage in regimental accounts from
the publie.

Internnl dissension between the of-
fieers of the depot battalion and those
of the regiment, in which the men of
both orgunizations share to some ex-
tent, is evident around the 47th's ar-
mory, Officers of the depot battalion,
most of them men formerly prominent
in regimental affairs, whose resigna-
tions were requested or voluntarily
