FORT WAYNE CLUB

LOSES ITS CASE

Cineinnati, Aug. 15.- -The National
Baaeball Commission to-day Teversed
itself after rehearing the case of thfl
Fort Wavne, Indiana, club, of the
Central League, against the National
Aasociation.

In a former flnding the commission
reversed a ruling of the national board,;
which held that on the termina'
the Fort Wavne club's membership ifl
the Central League in the latter part,
of last January, because of its failure
to post the 1*916 puarantee and the
aubsequent waiver by that league of itfl
reversionary rif-hts to their aflrvices,
the players of that club became free
agents and therefore wi re r.ot subject

» to sale.
To-day's decision says that at that

time the commission was under the
unpression that the Central I/oa_ue
had failed to afTord proper protection
to tbe interesr. of tho owners of the
Fort Wayne club in drclarinf. its fran¬
chise forfaitod while tha president of
the club, Mr. Klitrke, was incapacitated
through illness.
