Marquis of Crewe Asserts
Seven Ships Were Sunk

Unwarned.

FORTY LIVES LOST,
GOVERNMENT SAYS

Publieity Urged, Pending
Adoption of Submarine

Policy by Allies.

London, Aug. 15. Charges that the
German government had violated her
pledges r.n submarine warfare given
to the I'nited State. were made in the
House of l.ords to-day by the Marquis
of Crewe, Lord I'resident of the Coun-
cil.
