‘Un. as this fresh catastrophe or that obliges her to sacrifice her
phaeton with handsome saddle and driving cob, her baby grand,
or the entire contents of her elegantly furnished private residence
(Ring Stingstein's bell), gets our somewhat perfunctory sym-
pathy nowadays more often than our money.

But with all our expensively acquired bargain wisdom, a super
plausible fake arises now and then that lives on and on and on.
Of such is what is known in certain trade circles as the “second
floor clothier game.”

“Come Upstairs, Save $10.”

Where there is no elevator one i
flight of stairs to effect the saving—twenty steps with a half dol-
lar clinking into your trousers pocket (if you are a person of virile
imagination and trusting) at each step.

Their tiny showcases, with the very latest therein on
are on the street; their salesrooms above.

“Shrewd buyer, come and meet shrewd seller,” sounds the
siren call of the Man Upstairs, as you pause to inspect his wares
and ponder his proposition. “Come, meet him, and the fruits of
your combined shrewdness shall be yours. Ten dollars for you
—ten dollars for you—twenty-five for fifteen!”

Stop there if you will, look if you must, but ere the fateful
elevator gate clang behind you or you set foot on the ten-dollar
stair, listen!

Those behind the game—the second-story men of the cloth-
ing business—have been twice investigated by The Tribune. Fol-
Jowing the first investigation The Ad-Visor hung a bell on a pro-
lific advertiser. But that bell does not tinkle now, for the exposé
resulted in a complete change in the advertising and selling policies.
Potential customers no more are told in type or spoken word that
in these shops $15 suits are $25 values. And the reform having
been accomplished, The Tribune withheld publication of a second
orticle concerning methods that “had been,”” and with the more
pleasure because the values offered at $15 were quite the best
that the investigators discovered.

There was the principle—one that the simple-minded buyer
could work out for himself.

It does sound all right, but there's a big fallacy somewhere.
For Tribune investigators, selecting always the likeliest looking
clothing in the second floor stocks, have failed in a painstaking
search to find a single suit in the stocks of the second story men
that appraises up to the sellers’ claims., Most of them fall far,
far short.

The investigators began their adventures among the second
etory men with a visit to the Park-Taylor Shop, at 1333 Broad-
way, the first of a projected “string” owned—if that assertion is
not of a class with others made in the place—by Moe Levy, “the
best merchandise man in the United States.”

There had been a smash of quarter-page newspaper advertis-
ing to celebrate the advent of Park-Taylor.

“Have Your $15 Meet These $25-Made Clothes!” flared in
big type at the tops of the advertisements. And beneath:

“Park-Taylor clothes are $25-made clothes for $15. They
are tailored throughout with all the care and painstaking that their
style suggests. They are so much better in every way than their
price would indicate. There is no secret in our wonderful value-
giving. We make the clothes ourselves, saving the regular manu-
We sell the garments direct to you
These economies

facturer's substantial profit.
from our economical second floor locations.
cnable us to make the price $15."

It was a Mr. Sabel, who kept his origin to the front by a
generous use of you-alls, that led the Tribune men through the
mazes of the Park-Taylor stock.

It was a $25 suit that Brill Brothers had sold, in season, for
€25, and for $3.50 less when the demand for the novelty pattern
waned. For $15 Park-Taylor had sold a suit that had been worth
415 before the season of lowered prices came on.

Park-Taylor has another shop at 409 East 149th Street.
Thither the Tribune investigators betook themselves—and let this
be a hint to Louis Aranov, the sporting salesman there, that he can
cend that $15 to the Tribune Fresh Air Fund any time he feels in-
clined to pay his bet. ,

«uit sold by this uptown upstairs guarantor was judged a bit better
in workmanship than the one from the other Park-Taylor store,
but there was still a big gap between its worth and a $25 value.

Now, these two suits set up as rivals to Brill values were of
Park-Taylor's own pick—novelties time worn and no longer novel.
It struck the Tribune buyers and the appraisers as strange that
such styles should have been put forward instead of a staple (blue
or black). But that, perhaps, is another story.

With this thought we leave Park-Taylor, Moe Levy et al., for
one James Gordon Henry, whose second-story operations are
conducted at 1358 Broadway—with an entrance on that Square
in which the other James Gordon's open-to-all advertising media
are published.

Before James Gordon (Henry) had come upon the scene in
person a salesman had first affirmed and then denied that Henry
clothes were made in Henry's own factory. These were, as the
business cards of the establishment paradoxically proclaimed,
“Ready-to-Wear, Custom-Made, Tailored Suits.””  When the pro-
prietor took the sale off his underling’s hands he was by no means
as insistent as his predecessor on the job that every suit was a $25
