ECENTLY a complaint was received from a correspondent who
R bought a pound of Mirror candy in one of this company's New York
stores for 39¢c. That evening he found that his wife had bought
a pound of the same candy in a Brooklyn Mirror store and had paid the
unreduced price of 50c for it.
This extract from a letter from a Mirror official explains how this
could happen and tells the particular objection which the company takes
to our comment:

“Wa have found that it is not on'y more desirable for our busi-
ness, but also for our lurge clientele throughout the city, to have dif-
ferent specials at the different stores on the same day, and we should
be pleased to have you point out to us in what rr“rcf' the public could
posaibly be deceived, or any one taken advantege of. U'nder our method
of special sales, which apparently have proved very successful and sat-
isfactory to the public, it is possible for shoppers who desire to pur-
chase to everg advangage, to procure sn assortment of candy at re-
duced prices, by going to the different stores on the same day and get-
ting them cheaper than the usual rate,

“Wo do think, however, thut the first sentence In your answer ia
somewhat misleading, when it states that the Mirror Candy Company
has different grades in several lines of candy. We think that any one
reading this statement, in the I!:;:hz of the complaint and immediately
following it in your article, might gather that it is your opinion that
when we advertised fifty-cent choeolate moguls for sale ut 39 cents &
pound, we are giving a different grade nt 30 cents than we usually sell
for 50 cents, This is, of course, entirely different from the fact f\'hm
we sell for 30 cents what we state is regularly sold at 50 vents, the
customer gets the exact same candy for 30 cents that on a day other
than the sale dsy he would pay 50 cents for. [t is possible that you
did not intend to convey the interpretation that we put on it, but, in
view of the fact that we do really give this decided concession from the
regular price, it seems & little unfair to us that any one should be given
« chanes to think thut we sre not really naking u concession, but giv.
ing a diffirent grade from that which we usually sell,

“You then go on to say in your article that our chocolate planta.
tions ure sold at three prices, according to quality. This statement in
itself in perfertlf correct, but we would be glad to have you point out
in what respect it Is dangerous practice for us to have for sale differ-
ent grades of chocolates or other eandies, any more than it is danger-
ous for any store to have for sale different T.'al:tir! of elothing or gro-
ceries or any other article. The mame ‘plantation’ is merely a de-
seription of a kind of candy, to wit, u piece of molasses, covered with
choeolate. It is & deseription of a kind, not u quality, just as one
would say a chocolate caramel.”

There never was any doubt in our mind but that each of the three
grades of “plantations” represented its own value. The point which
not made suffciently clear is that taken in conjunction with the Mirror's
special sales policy. Isn't the customer apt to confuse the highest grade
candy at its reduced price and the second grade at its regular price? Iy
was not our intention to say that the Mirror would sell one for the other. e

' But it is our belief that combination of several grades and special sales

leads to misunderstandings, _
Also we cannot see much comfort to the shopper in heing able “to
procure an assortment of candy at reduced prices by going to different
Unless the shopper were provided with a
schedule of sales and nothing else to do with an afternoon, it
couldn’t be a very successful pastime, We can see a great opportunit;
for dissatisfaction in the present method of sales, as witness the origina
complaint. A sounder policy would be to have the same kind of candy
reduced on the same day in all the Mirror stores. People don't like to
pay b0c for something, only to find after walking a few hlocks that they
could have bought the same thing for 11 cents less.
