Suppose the purchaser bu;a nackties, shirts or other goods bearing
the label of the store, If such goods are returned, it la a simple mat-
ter to find that they wera purchased at the store indicated by the label
But suppose the purchaser buys such goods as collars, handkerchiefs,
studs or other merchandise that eannot be marked with the name of
the store. How is the store to know that the goods were purehnwl
there, and not elsewhers where similar
