Prinee-
ton, for example, might hare made a far better showing
against Harvard and Yal« If she h«d prep»red herself by
tackling Pittsburgh, Colgate or Brown before the teit. If
Har'«rd had thro»»vTi h«r first eleven against Brown, this
added experience might have won the Yale gam«."

It does seem that a big university with plenty of reserve
material could face at ieast four hard games in eight week«
Yale is pretty sure to do it with Colgate, Brown, Princetou
and Harvard.
