Ever since the Hockey Club protest¬
ed Wellington and Bawlf, of the Iri»h-
Ameriean seven, on the ground that
they were not bona-fld«» amateurs,
there has been bad blood between the
players, but nobody expecvd it would
have such a sensational ending as feat¬
ured Tuesday night's grime.

It is diff..ult to say just who waa re¬

sponsible for the start of the riot that
began a few minutes before the end of
the second half and was continued be¬
low stairs in tne dressing rooms, but
it was plainly evident to those who sat
beside th« ice that the Winged Flat
men were on mi«chirf b»nt before tho
game was many minute« old.
Roughing of every desfrip'ion, foul

checking and several individual pas¬
sages at arms cropped ou» dartag the
first half, with the Iri-h team usually
the aggressor, although the Hockey Club
players were not Banroly blameless tn
this respect, perhaps under provocation.
