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Dr. Gibbons'» little volume of "Cen¬
tury Magazine" articles |l devoted to
the con.-ideration of the pioblem of do¬
ing Jattiet to the small nations of
Enroot after the war. It was over a

small nation that the war ostensibly
began, and its opening performance!
was a wanton and hideous assault upon,
another small nation. There are half a

dozen other minor nationalities, or peo-1
pies entitled to nationality, to be cared,
for also in the making of peace, and it
is quite certain that none of the great,
powers, least of all the I'nited States, j
can affo-d to ignore their claims. Dr.
Gibbons «loes not assume to prophesy,]
nor to diciate, but he indicates from an j
informeii point of view what the claims
of these small nations are, upon what
they are based, and how in his enlight-j
ene'd judgment they should be met. It
is a book which will not please all the
partisans of all the peoples in question,!
nor all their critics, either, but it will
command their respect and will greatly
stimulate their thought.

Dr. Gibbons's book on Africa is, as]
the sub-title tells, a history of Eu-
ropean interests in Africa, which is j
tantamount 10 a history of Africa, po-'
litical, military and economic, for the
last century. With such themes Dr.
Gibbons is well fitted to deal, through
his years of observation and study in

all three continents of the Old World,
and through his successful cultivation
of judgment and perspective in the
consideration of historical matters.
His estimates of policy in the Soudan,
in Egypt, in South Africa and else¬
where are chiefly to be commended as

sound.
On one point, however, there will be

a widespread inclination to take issue
with him. That is, his contention that
it would be the part of wisdom to
restore» to Germany her African col¬
onies, in order to provide room for the
overflow of her population and thus to
lessen the danger of her renewed dom¬
ination of Europe. This would be less
unconvincing if Germans had ever
showed any marked inclination to colo¬
nize Africa. But they have not. Ger¬
many owned the enormously rich
Cameroons for thirty years, and never

had more than a thousand of her peo-
alt in its 191,44011 fquare mjles. In
East Africa, with M4,.I .«quare miles
of inconceivably rich country, admira-
bly suited to colonization, she made, as

He would have
observed in the relations of South
Africa and Great Britain probably the
most impressive example in all the
world's history of reconciliation be¬
tween once warring nations and of men
becoming the stanchrst supporters of a

government of which they were once
the ino.-*t truculent and implacable foes.
The ca-e of Louis Botha has already
become world famous.
