London, July 15..The Amencan Com¬

mittee of Engineers in London, recently
formed to help in tho. prosecution of
the war, has appointed a sub-commit-
tee whose chief function is -o brmg
together accounts of such acta and
words of the enemy as thev think
should be presented to the American
people "lest wo forget what a deter-
mined and ruthless enemy we are fight¬
ing." This sub-committeo is made up
of men who have had cxceptional op-
portunities to study the events of the
war, many of them at first hand. In a

etatement further cxplaining the rea¬

sons for appointing tho sub-committee
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the engineers' committee aa a whole
f ays:
"Great care will be taken in assem-

bling only reliable information, chiefly
the words of the GermanB themBelves,;
in order that they may be condemned
out of their own mouths. The commit-
tflfl believes that there are still manv

good people in America, as in England,
who say to themselves, if not aloud:^j'Are the Germans as bad as nainted?'
Wfl hope that a weekly record of Ger-,
man doings and savings will help an-

swrr that question and be a reminden
t*«»t. such a spirit, manner of reasoning
and acting as the enemy manifests
must be met and overcome if this world
is tfl be made a safe and fit place to
live in."
The first statement of the sub-com-

mittflfl, under the caption "Germanism
Week by Week," follows:.

Weak Belgians Repatriated
"The policy of the Germans with re-

gard to the deported Belgians seems

to be to send home such as are too
weak to work. Thus, of tho 6*7 able
bodied men, slate quarnera in the Bel-.
g:an town of Ecaussines, deported to

Germany, gixty-two died there, and of
the 210 repatnated, all in a lamentable
condition, seventy have since died. We
are not in a position to check these
figures, though they compnre reason-,
nbly with figures from other places.
But what we do know and this is the
true Germanic touch.the Germans im-
pflflfld a fine of $1,000 on this town be¬
cause they refused to hold their usual,

The ball atruck an artery and the offl-
rer died. Thereupon the Austrian mil-
ltarv authorities shot every tenth
Serbian male in three surrounding vil-
latres.
"The town nf Mona, famous for the

retreat. was fined $100,000 the other
day herau*e a Belgian n-wspaper, pub¬
lished in Holland, stated that the Tuke
of Bavaria w*s at Mon during a recent
Allied air raid. Mind you, there **aa

no evidenre that any one from tfOBI
had conveyed the information. hut one

of the^duke's jreneral* waa killed, and
thi GaraaBfl were furious. But this ia
nat the first time that Mons has been
fined. It was fin»d 260,000 marks in

the firat days of the war as a Vontribu-
tion.' But thi* arat waived, because, as

the official poster .»>'", tha people pre-
servcd auch good behavlor.'

Germans Contradirt Thirnaelves
"This good behavior did not prevent

the Germans from burninf? portions of
Mons, like every other town they
entered. Thi* general burning they
afterward apolotri-ad for by layiac
that 'thev had been fired at by civil-
ians.' This was not the case at Mons.
according to their own statement of
the good behavior of the people.
"Maoa was later fined 10,000 marks

*becau:-c of a derailment.' This was all
the explanation. The town council
asked for further detail*. only to re¬

ceive a written reply atati-f- that the
derailment had occurred months before
at such a spot, which provrd to be a

hnadrad yards over thr Mons line in
the town of Jemappes. Jemappes f/flfl
fined an even amount Mons protestrd
that the derailment occurred outside of
the township and on the railroad over

which Jhe German authorities, and not
the commune, had jurir-diction. Never-
theless, Mons had to pay 10,000 marks,
and before sundown. Could anything
bo easier as a way of makinfr money?
Could anything be more contemptible
la the justice of thinps?

29,500,000 pounds, which he estimates
at a selling value on the ranches of
$11,7 ".0,000. I

Prices this year have surpassed all
previous records. A recent sale of
20,000 pounds in one clip reached 67
cents to the pound, or 7 cents in excess

of the former high record.
