Hughes Draft Board Strict,
But Exempts War Workers

Nine Men Indispensable in Industries Handling U. S. Con¬
tracts Sent Back to Work.Medical Students

May Be "Detailed" to Study
The district appeal board, of whicl

Charles Fvans Hughes is chairman
decided fifty-rive draft cases yesterda;

Passports arc being refused all citi
zens of draft age unless they product
certificates from their local board. Thi
only cases approved by the appeal boarc
yesterday were those of men wh<
produced certificates from their loca
boards showing that they had failed tc

pass the required physical examinatior
or erhoee order numbers were so fai
down in the draft list that they wotilc
not be re-jched prior to their return te

tbi.T country. All such were required
to give their word that they would re¬

turn when called.
Friv Appeals Approved

That the board intends to pursue the

policy of reversing the decisions of the
local boards only when appeals are ac¬

companied by affidavits and evidence of
the most convincing character is shown

by the fact that only five of twenty-
eight exemption appeals were approved.
Thirteen out of twenty-one applications
for industrial exemption were denied.
The important question as to whether

medical students will be exempted has
not yet been finally decided by the com¬

mittee of fourteen of the nine district
boards of the state, of which Mr.
Hughes It chairman. Before leaving
his office ihortly before'C o'clock last

night, Mr. Hughes said he would make
public the report of the committee
Inter. It is probable that a scheme will
be worked out whereby the students
will be accepted for service and then
will be detailed by President Wilton
for "duty" at their respective colleges.

Dr. S S. Goldwhter, chairman of the
committee on hospital and medical fa¬
cilities of the Mayor's Committee on
National Defence, made public a letter
from Provost Marshal General B. H.
Crowder in which the latter states that
consideration is being given the sug¬
gestion made by President Nicholas
Murray Butler of Columbia University
for granting furloughs to drafted medi¬
te.1 students in order that they may
ccmplete their education and serve as
army surgeons. .

Text of Crowder Letter
"I will add merely," General Crowder'«

letter reads, "that the .statement in
your telegram viz., that 50 per cent
of all medical students are in the first
Of second draft is apparently baaed
upon figures appearing in 'The Journal
of the American Medical Association'
for August 11, 1017, but that such fig-1
ures are erroneous, and are on their
face impossible to be true. Out of the
10,000,000 persons of draftable age. the
präsent call extends only to 700,000. or
one-fourteenth.

aera! Crowder'« assumption is

based on the theory that medical stu¬
dents must he taken in th« same pro-

on as workers and ail other groups
combined," said Dr, Geldwater.

nption It erroneous. Local evi¬
dence fully supports the returns pre¬
pared by the American Medical Asso¬
ciation.

"In the College of Physicians and
Surgeons in this city there are 114 stu-
denta in the senior class, or the class
of '16. Of these thirty-five already
have been called. In the class of *H
there are 117 stndentt and of these
twenty-five have been called. Medical
students are nearly all of draft agr.
They are all in excellent physical con¬

dition, and almost invariably they are

without dependent«. Therefore, they
are without any claim for exemption
under the existing law"

More Physician» Needed
A.- to the drafting of physicians, quite

the opposite view is being taken by the
medical section of the New York State
Committee on National Defence, which

is circulating a petition urging the se¬
lective conscription of all doctors
physically tit for army service, between
the ages of twenty-one and forty-five.
The petition States that the special
state medical census has proved that
the volunteer system of recruiting the
personnel of the Medical Officer.«' Re¬
serve Corps has failed to provide an

adequate number of the available physi¬
cians for r.rmy service.

to discover a means of combating car¬
bon monoxide generated by exploding
shells on battleships; Harold John
Patterson, a civi' engineer, employed
by a company building shipyards for
the government; Charles Leone, who
said he could neither read nor write
English, and was therefore unaware
that he was supposed to tile affidavits
attesting to the dependency of his wife,
and Arthur Ross, of Richmond Hill, an

employe of the navy yard.

District Attorney Swann is investi-'
gating charpcs of graft that have been
made in connection with the work of
Exemption Board IM, which meets in
Public School 72, at Lexington Avenue
and 105th Street. It tras learned also
that complaints have been made to the
District Attorney against another dis¬
trict board in Manhattan, but have not

yet been taken up for investigation.
Assistant District Attorney John T.

Pooling-, in charge of the invest¡Ration
of complaints against Board 156, exam¬

ined four witnesses yesterday. Mr.
Dooling said two of these were mem¬

bers of the board. He declined to
identify the other two witnesses.

Two Kremptors Examined
The board members examined were

Alexander Plavinick, chairman, of 61
Fast 106th Street, and Simon Levine, of
100 East 107th Street. They will be
examined again by Mr. Dooling on Mon¬
day. The third member of the board
is Dr. Arthur S. Callman, of 68 East
108th Street, who has also been asked
to appear at the District Attorney's
office.
"We have had a definite compliant

that money was passed in this, district,"
said Mr. Dooling. "There is some cor¬

roboraron of the charge. We rind also
that there was an unusually large num¬

ber of exemptions in this district for
trivial reasons, such as stiffness of the
fingers and slight underweight. We

Leniency in Draft
For Married Men
Favored by Wilson

Proposal to Accept Aliens
Is Up to Diplomats,
He Tells Weeks

WASHINGTON, Aug. 17.--President
Wilson has written a letter to Senator
Weeks, of Massachusetts, conveying
information that nothing will be don««
by the United States to draft aliens
into the army until the present ob¬
stacles in the treaty relations with
other countries are removed. The
President also touches upon the draft¬
ing of men with faaaflieo, stating that
the general policy is to exempt married
men from the servies.

Senator Woehfl'a Utter said he be¬
lieved that regardless of treaties some¬

thing should oe done to get aliens re- .

lidiBg here into the army. The Pros'
ident replied:

"I have your letter of August 11, and
.while I sympathize to a very gréa*
extent with your point ubout the draft-
tag of aliens, I cannot believe that
you mean exactly what you »ay with
regard to our treaty obligations.
'whatever, may be our treaties with
fonign countries on this subject, it
is absolutely SSOpnttol in my judgment
that some action should be taken
which will include the alien population
of draft age in the draft

"I as»ume, of course, that you mean

that some diplomatic action should be
taKen to clear the way. That matter is
already interesting the Departsasol of
State, and I have no doubt will be
pre-sed a.« fast a« the circumstance.»
will permit»
"Your point with regard to the draft¬

ing of men with families is undoubt¬
edly well taken, and I have reason to
believe that it is very much in the
mird, at any rate, of must of the
drafting hoards. I -hall take pleasure
in calling the attention of the Wir
Department again to it."
