Ford Motor Company
Sued for $1,500,000

Hotel Proprietor Alleges Man¬
ufacturer Broke Contract

for New Hotel
The plans of Henry Ford, announced

some months ago, to enter the hotel
field in New York on high speed have
developed engine trouble or may have
just skidded a bit.
A suit wa-. tiled in the Federal Court

against the Ford Motor Company yes¬
terday by Thomas D. Green, proprietor
of the Hotel Woodward and president
of the Hotel Association of New York,
asking for damages to the amount of
$1,000,000. The attorneys for Mr. Green
are Holm, Whitlock S¿ Scarff.

In the complaint Mr. Green alleges
that the Ford Motor Company entered
into an agreement with him in 19H
whereby it was to erect a fifteen story

rig on the site at the corner of
Broadway and Fifty-fifth Street, adjoin¬
ing the Hotel Woodward. The first
three floors sere to be used as a show¬
room and warerooms for the company,
and the remainder of the building was

to be leased to Mr. Green for a period
of twenty-one years, to be used as an

annex to the present Hotel Woodward.
The complaint makes much of the

fact that the buildings then standing
on the Fifty-fifth Street corner were

razed, excavations made for the foun¬
dations of the new building, and that
even the carpets, furniture, linens
and fixtures for the annex had been
selected. Then the Ford Motor Com¬
pany suddenly changed its mind, the
complainant asserts, with the result
that all work was stopped.

Mr. Green claims that the Ford com¬

pany broke it, contract with him with¬
out cause and that he is entitled to the
damages for which he has asked.

Austrian Count
In Ludlow Jail

Held in Wife's Suit, Police
Investigate Mysterious In¬

structions to Servant

Count Aribert Sacky, said to be a

captain in the Austro-Hungarian army
reserve, was locked up in Ludlow Street
jail yesterday. He is being held in
lieu of a $1'V«00 bail bond on the com¬

plaint of his wife, Mrs. Lillian Suarez
Sacks-, who is suing him to recover
|S2,190 of her money, which she al¬
leges he converted to his own use. She
caused his arrest because she feared he
was about to flee the jurisdiction of
the court.
As a result of the count'»^arrest, the

police were given a few hints as to the
proper methods of arresting repreien-
tatives of foreign nobility. They were

also given a bit of a mystery, which
they hope eventually to untangle, and
which may result in much interesting
information.
When Deputy Sheriffs Cor.lin and

Hochstadter went to the count's bach¬
