A number of the men from the 14th
w-day went to Sheepshead Bay, where
their old command is encamped, and
sleaded that they be transferred back,
Tolonel Howlett of the 14th hurried
o Camp Mills late this afternoon to
liscuss the situation with Colonel
Hins of the 165th.

What took place at this confarence
# not known. Colonel Hine refused to
{iscuss it beyond stating that he had
arged the absentees to come back to
‘heir new regiment immediately.
“olonel Howlett would make no state-
nent.

Liable To Courtmartial

With the United States in a state
»f war, these absentees have placed
themselves open to the charge of de-
sertion and subsequent court martial
sroceedingfls, carrying with them n pen-
slty of death in time of war. Officers
here, however, influenced by the fact
that most of the absentees are boyn
who do not realize the gravity of their |
sffence, are inclined to desl !pnh-ntlyi
with them. If they return at once, it:
was learned at camp to-day, they prob- |
ably will be reinstated in their com-
panies and digeiplined with minor pun-
shments.

Should they persist, however, in thelr
jeflance of military suthority, it 1=
sot at all unlikely that instead of go-
ng to France with the 66th the best
they can hope for is & term in Fort
Leavenworth, Kansas, it is said.

Five of the missing men returned to
samp to-night. They were told to Te-

rt to Colonel Hine, who sent them
0 their tents, Their cases will be
sassed on to-morrow.

Law May He Unconstitutional.

After the matter was fully discussed
Mr. Hughes announced that future de-
cisions of the District Board [n cases
of this kind would be based on the
condition of ectual dependency and
without consideration of the existing
gtate law. The members of the board,
accepting the opinion of former Chief
Judge Cullen of the Court of Appeals

and municipality to pay out money
for services not rendercd to them.
