The regniar eeaaea flf the exposition

.rill ba bfltween May 15 nnd November
1, accord.ng to pretent pluns. The
opening date next year is set for May
30, so that an exposition observanee of
the llftieth anniversary of the celebra-
tion of Memorial D-y may take place.
The exposition will remain open later
in the fall than other pleasure parks.

In addition, there is a posfllbllity
that the exposition may be open all thfl
year, According to the management, if
there il a demand, the pleasure park
section will be fitted up for winter
sports. Those would include hockey,
.....intj and tobo^ganing.
Both entrar.ces to the exposition

open south in 177th Streel and face a

Will Show First
Holland Submarine

At the left of the main entrance, or
on the northern boundary of the park,
extending a» far east as the tracks of
the New York, Westchester & Boston
Railroad, arlll be the Palaee of
Ameriean Achievement and Fine Arts.
The central display In this building
will be the old Holland submarine,
4vh.ch is aiready on the grounds.
The Administration Building will be

direct'y la front of the Balace of
Arr.erican Achievement and will face
.¦?fl tha espl.tnade. In thfl rear will be
the Palaee af Manufactures and V'aried
Indu-tries. Adjointng the Admini--
tration Building will be one of the
laTgeat merry-go-rounds in the world.

Next door will be three conceusion
buildings in a group, two of them fac-
ing on the esplanade. Af the aoutherly
en.i of the esplanade. which will run
north and south for more than MfJ
feet, will be the Court of Honor. This
will b«' an open space, oval in forma-
tion, 37o by tl* feet. In the centre
will be a bandstand, surmounted by s
statue.

Facing the Court of Honor, or. the
ea-t. will be a great convention hall.
Next will be a combined restaurant and
club. The club building is aiready on
the property, in the form of an old
stone house dating b*ck to Colonial
times.
