Seizures Follow Report of

Fifty-eight Germans were arrested
vesterday in the Tietjen-Lang dry-
in Hoboken. It is in those dry-
docka that most of the selzed German
liners are being prepared for govern-
ment service, Most of the men ar-
rested were employed
engine rooms of these vessels, Thew
were tuken to Ellis Island. The raid
was made by bluejackets from the nlv)r
yard and immigration inspectors, ns-

sisted by Secret Serviee men.

It was said that the action wns in-
spired by evidence of n widespresd plot
to work further damage along the
waterfront, which hus suffered $3,000,-
000 damage from fires in the last week.
Federal authorities, it ia said, have de
termined to weed out enemy aliens

from the danger zone, and may revoke
thousands of permits giving free
pussage through the barred zones.

Whether those arrested yeaterday had
permits could pot be learned.
Barge Captoine Arrested

In addition to the fifty-cicht men ar-
rested at the doeks, the captaln of a
harge whieh had dropned nnchor nt one
of the army piera was taken into cus-
tody and landed on Ellis Island. The
only identifyving =y mhol on the barge
was the numeral % painted on jts side.

A patrol bont containing s lieutenant
and six armed sailors set out from the
navy vard at 1 p. m, and was joined
by unother launch, containing Immi-
gration Inspector William Taylor and
