Aviators Bomb City for Loan;

Drop “Iron Crosses™ for Slackers

| Letter From President Wilson to Mayor Mitchel Is Carried
. by Flier—It Urges All to Meet the Supreme
| Test by Buying Liberty Bonds

ternoon when aeroplanes dropped “iron
crossea” as part of the Liberty Loan
campaign. They were small pleces of
cardboard painted red and white, bear-
ing on one side a letter from the
Kaiser to his friends in this country.
It read:

“Don't buy Liberty Bonds!
award nll American citizens who can
afford to, and who do not, buy Liberty
| Bonds this honorable insignia in proof
of their devotion and loyalty to me,
Signed: KAISER WILLIAM."

The rald oeccurred soon after 3
o'clock, when the first seroplane was
seen high above the city, making tow-
urd the Statue of Liberty.

After circling the statue at a height
of five thousand feet, it turned north-
ward to meet a second ‘plane.

Drops 3,000 Iron Crosses

One of the machines then swooped
from its high position until it was 1,500
feet ubove Forty.second Street. Three
thousand of the “iron crossea” were
dropped in & dash down Broadway from
Times Square to the City Hall. The
stiff breeze took the Kaiser's letters
and hurled them in red and black ecir-
cles around the 'planes and drove them
well out of the course of the flight, o
that few were able to get the crosses
for souvenirs.

“The week has been much more suc-
cessful than were the first two of the
campaign, but none of the workers is
overoptimistic. Chicage sent a mes-
sage to-night warning against too
much optimism, saying it was appar-,
ently having an ill effeet in the Middle
Weat. New England wired in a like |
vein.

“Detroit went over her maximum
quota of $43,000,000 to-day, taking
first honors for & major league city.
Efforts now are being made to reach

$60,000,000. Richmond, Va. and
Tuecson, Ariz, are two other cities
which have oversubseribed their
quotas,

“W%an Franciseo reported that the

sinking of the transport Antilles by &
German submarins had & good effect on
cales. The total for to-dsy ran close
to £3,000,000, muck more than has been
sold on previous ordinary days.

“The Atlanta district, which has been
