| Wa do not know the natural period
Iof a violinist’s popularity, though we
hava had experiencs enough to make
n guess st tha time to which he in
ontitled to it. Judging by the records
of our best concert-rooms, we should
suy ubout a deesde. A large number
have faded oway mince the present
writer began his reviews for The Trib-
une. Soma hecause they deserved to
fade away, others, like Kubelik, be-
cause their peculiarities made such a
lurge appeal to the multitude that they
preferred to transfer their activities
from the eoncert-room proper to the
