One© the long legislative hold up of

food control was ended the authorit'es have
rnoved swiftly enough to put a check to

food extortion in this city. The -nunici-

pality nom has the permission of the State
Food Control Commission to buy, st^re and
sell food and fuel, and Dr. Moskowitz,
Market CoiiimisHoner. has alreadv made
i platU fot flUCh purchase and sale, the
price to consumers to be as near cost as

it is possible to make it.
For this there is every rcason. An actual

emorgency ll here. Relief organizations
report widespread sulTering among the
poor. The official reports of the Hcalth
Department show an alarming increase of
malniitrition and an equally aignificant and
dangcrous increase in infant morta'.ity, at-
tributed to the cost of milk, which has
forced parents to buy less of it or to sub-
Btitut© milk of lower grades for that they
were accustomed to use for their babes.
Canvasserfl in the Hoover food conserva-

tion campaign have been met at every band
with the declaration that at existinv prices
the problem was not how to ^ave food, or

how to utilize substitutes for the foods the
Federal government wants to conserve for
export, but how to get food enough of any
kind to maintain hcalth and life.

It is not to be expected that the city's in-
rasion of the food distribution field will
hring complete relief from extortion. Im-
provement must come fllowly, and in all
probability will come only Bl to certain
Btaplea which a newly created agency of
government may most aasily haniile. Mr.

George W. Perkins points out that the
price of potatoes to consumers has been
broken by throwing on the market a sup-
ply rxmtracted for by him last falL It is
in this way that relief from high prices
must come.by munieipal competition, in
the open market, with the food handlers.
who all together have been maintaining
the top-of-the-rnarket rates by exacting
eaeh one larger profits than in formcr
years.

Thfl chief reason for congratulation now

is that the city is in position to give aid
to the consumeis.auy aid at all. That is
jnst so much gained. With the limitations
Imposed by the Federal and state authori-
ties on food shark* operatinrr at one end
of thi line and the city eompeting with
thoae in the distribution liold wboac grecd
for gain outruns their patrioti.-m, the out-
look is distinctly nor© hooofu! than it
has been.

job of living. There is no danger, because

there is no human possibility, of women bc-

coming men any more than there is of men

becoming women, but we each bring our share
to the joint tagk, and the time has come when

in our democracy the woman's point of view
should be represented directly.
Fourth.There is a growing recognition

that government should not be a matter of

politics, but that it is a business. doing for

our nation, our state, our city the things
which we cannot do for ourselves as individ-
uais. The kind of government we have as
