Most Amazing
Fall of the War

a t iratje and redresa his plane for the
landing.

Thia *urtly
goee far to jirove tha theory that an
aviator's piloting ia aub-consciou».
Nothing ni.;ro amazing than Hall's

landing has happened during the war.
His machine came down directly over

¦ French trench, the two wheela on ita
landing chasnia set themselves down
into the trench. and the plane waa held
firnly. not acroas the trench, but with
thu fuselage pointing struitfht up, the
wings lying out on either aide along
the trench. The machine aettled, the
wings bent and collapacd, and Hall.
stili strapped to his aeat, was let dowa
eusily into the trench, taking no addi-
tional injury frura the landing.

It w>n afterward learned that the
group that had attacked Hall w*e
Baron von Richthoven'a famou* "flying
circu«," among the m jat dangeroua of
the Boche squadrona, but now being
bruken up.
