In 'Phone Deal

Late Thursday
BOSTON, Jan. 10.."Stuffy"

Mclnnis, of the Philadel¬
phia Americans, the last

survivor of Connie Mack's old
champions, will be a member of
the Boston Red Sox in 1918.
The deal for his services was

completed over the long distance
telephone to-day. The Bostons
paid no cash for Mclnnis, it is
said at headquarters here, but
Connie Mack will have the choice
of several of a group of Boston
players. Who the men are, how¬
ever, President Frazee declined
to say. This makes eight former
Mackmen in the Boston camp,
the others being Manager Barry,
Walsh, Pennock and Wyckoff, be¬
sides Schang, Bush and Strunk.
Manager Barry said to-night

that the deal ffr Mclnnis was

held up because the Sox would
not give up a player Connie Mack
wanted, but that this angle was

straightened out by telephone a

few moments before the an¬

nouncement of Mclnnis's trans¬
fer was made.

Concerning Snap Judgment
SNAP judgment on ball players is a dangerous thing. Christy Mathew-

son was almost defunct at first base, but he developed into the greatest
figure in baseball; Mordecai Brown was once released; it was said Evers
was too light for big league ball; experts thought likewise of Eddie Collins
and Miller *Iuggins; Sallee was once returned with thank3 to the minors,and so on.

Whenever we hear any one pass an unqualified negative judgment on
a ball player we think of the case of Rogers Hornsby, who is popularly
credited with being the hardest hitter that has come to major leaguedom
since Heinie Zimmerman moved up to the Cubs.

Yet when Hornsby came up from Texas he was a "choke" hitter, and a
rum one at that. He held his bat short and took a choppy swing at the
ball. More often than not he failed to meet the pill squarely or at all.

The following spring Hornsby complained to Miller Huggins that in
choking his club he wasn't hitting natural. He had always been a free
swinger, but he believed that kind of hitting had gone out of style in the
big leagues.

"Hit the way it's easiest," said Hugging.
Hoi'nsby clutched his bat the extreme end of the handle, and since that

time he has hit with power reminiscent of the salad days of Wagner and
Lajoie. Yet any one who had seen him in his first season under the big
tent would have been almost certain to predict that he would be a batting
failure, so misleading was his choke hitting.

The Yankees two1 seasons ago made the mistake of trying to make a
choke hitter out of Wally Pipp. Hitting! naturally, Pipp clutches his bat
at 'he end and takes a long, free swing. It was idiotic to attempt to remake
him into a batter of the Willie Keeler type. After two weeks of short,
¡.tepping and choping his bat Pipp was far in the air. Later he went back
to his normal form in hitting and there was an immediate improvement.

Charles Lincoln Herzog's next return to the Giants will be one of the
gala events of a future season. Wonder whom McGraw will give for him?

Connie Mack doesn't seem to have any more idea of defending himself
than a Russian.
