PARIS, Jan. 12..Jean t'ruppi. for¬

mer Minister of Foreign Affairs, thinks
considerable progress toward peace
has been made recently. President
Wilson's recent declaration of war

aims he considers the finest utterance
of the war, and one whijeh France can

support with full accord.
I talked with him to-day about the

economic and political situation in
Franco and found him sincerely opti¬
mistic concerning the future.
Franco's morale, despite the hard¬

ships she is forced to bear and the
disappointment over the affairs of Rus¬
sia, he says, is now excellent. Lik<-
most Frenchmen, he is an American
enthusiast and .1 treat admirer of Wil¬
son's statesmanship.
