Captain Boyle
"reduce*! records yesterday showing
that Sobel, who is reputed to have be¬
come a millionaire through the leas¬
ing of furnished flats, bad been no^-
ticd ot many convictions of his tenants.

Many Women Convicted
?.¡ost of these convictions were from

houses in 109th Street, though there
were uvera! tenants of Manhattan
Avenue property of Sobel, including
the building No. 215. where he makes
bus office.-. A few were for gaming,
with the majority women violators of
the tenement house law.

Mr. Smith declared he proposed to
¡.now that the owner and agents of
.these properties had been notified of
existing conditions, and by tailing to
clean their premises had become liable
to prosecution under the tenement
house law. Of the tenants in these
¡:iaccs. ¡Smith said that from -10 to 50
per cent were law-breakers.

city of New York, an organized and
what might be called a wholesale sys¬
tem, it is far more important to the
public that the owners of real estate
used in this traffic be 'm-o tight to the
bar of justice than to rely on the
prosecution oí individual tenants.

De-
Uctive O'Hara motioned to a patrol¬
man standing on the northeast corner
of 125th Street, and the Mayor asked
him where the traffic officer was.

"He's having his lunch," the patrol¬
man replied.

"Is there no one to relieve him?the Mayor impaired.
"No," said the patrolman.

'Victories in Italy and Rus¬
sian Peace Prospects

Buoy Soldiers

¡Great Drive Preparing
With Stimulated Illusions the

Peasant Fighters Go
Gladly to Death

German soldiers on the Western
front have boon greatly bucked up by
the victories in Italy and the prospecta
of p.eace with Russia, according to com¬

petent observéis who come into Con¬
tact with prisoners ami are able to
form conclusions as to the spirit of the
German army by conversation with
them. The following article is from
the correspondent at the British front
of "The "Morning Post," of London.

! An especially notable feature of this
article is that the evacuation of towns
behind the German lines is not now.
as heretofore, taken as an evidence of
preparations Toi; n retreat, but for an
offensive. "The Post's" corespondent
says:
"While German statesmen talk largely

of a desire for peace, the German
armies on the Western front continuel
their preparations for a new campaign.
1'eace undoubtedly is desired as ear-
nestly by the war-weary soldiers of
the Kaiser ns by their hungry rela-
lives at home, but the astute Higher
Command is not allowing them to sij
idly in the invaded territory while the!
diplomats negotiate at Brcst-Litovsk.
Despite the rigorous weather there is
constant activity on an unusual scale

! behind the German lines. It may not!
presage a tremendous blow against the
Allied forces, but there is no denying
the possibility of such a bid for peace
if other methods of securing that de-
.fcirablc condition should fail in the near
future. The troops in rest are under-
going a severe winter training. Model
trenches, which may or may not dupli¬
cate certain British defences as they'
appear on aerial photographs, are. used
for practising attack:', and at all re-

I cruit depots and instructional schools
'N'combed-out" drafts are being indus-
triously drilled into fitness.

Thousands of Civilians Evicted j
"The summary eviction of thousands

of civilians from their homes is an-
other indication of the new offensive
policy. Towns which retained their
normal civilian population during three
years ami a half of war are being
cleared for occupation by troops. Their

I wretched inhabitants have been nun-
died out into the biting cold with what
few possessions they can carry and
have been transported to other centres,
already overcrowded, many miles from
the front. Prisoners have told of see-jir.g gai\gs of dispossessed civilians re-
cently billete»! in certain Northern1
towns. The area thus cleared is ot jconsiderable size. Other communities'
are under notice to leave their homes,
¡There is no attempt to keep these evic¬
tions secret. German troops are en-:
couraged to believe» v|hat they are to 1
undertake a grfcal '''offensive early
in tice spring, and it is common talk
among the soldiers in the canteens and
¡trenches that this wholesale almost
ostentatious clearance of the civilian'
population is intended to provide quar-
ters for masses of fresh troops from
Russia.
"The German Emperor said in on«lof his recent wild speeches to the

Bavarian Grown Prince's men that he
'intended to ti-ke Calais. »Strange as it
may seem, this boast appears to have

; been received with a certain amount
of credulity. The German soldier justnow'is in good spirits. I said several|weeks ago that his morale was as high!
as during the concluding operations on
the Somme a marked' rise from t!ie
condition of despair which prevailed
earl, last summer. Now am inclined
to think that il has since risen still
higher. An informant ivii» haa dealt
with German prisoners during the
gi'cater pari of the war expressed to
me his belief that, taken as a whole,the German troops on this front, are
to-day more hopeful than they have'
been at any time since the first six
months of the war. If called upon to
make another greet, sacrifie" they will
undoutedly respond with alacrity.

Again Look for Victory
"Their leaders arc again telling them

that the war will be decided by victoryin the field. They believe.again 1 re-fleet the view of prisoners.that alittle more hammering will bo suffi-I cient to make Britain ask for peace, andthat* another six months of endurance
at most will be sufficient to insure the
organization of a peace conference.They are not talking, as they did a
f; w month back, of 'peace by negotia¬tion.' The German soldier now be¬lieves that his leaders will be able toenforce demands which he had pre¬viously regarded as impossible. He
thinks that England is starving and on
the verge of revolution. He is told
that the same conditions prevail there
which led io the collapse of Russia.]

Thf»r<? i» renewed hone in tho »ubraa-rín<* campaign,"These illusions undoubtedly havestimulated and encouraged him. Page Predicts Cheap
Poet-War Travel

Teachers Here and in England
Should Be in Closer Rela¬

tion, Says Ambassador
LONlTON, Jan. 20..Cheap and com¬

fortable travel between the United
States and England will be one of the-
first steps in post-war reconstruction,
in the opinion of the American Am¬
bassador, Walter H. Page. Speaking
before the teachers' training depart¬
ment of Kings College here this week,
he declared that passage across the
Atlantic must be placed within the
nleuns of all, especially teachers and
students.
"The largest and most important

political problem of the post-war pe¬
riod," said Ambassador Page, "will bethe future relationship of England andthe United States. No task in modernhistory has been of such importanceto the world at large. The relationsbetween the two countries have beencoming toward a more perfect untier-
standing for a long period, in no small
measure owing to the liberalizingforces at work among both peoples,But the terrible catastrophe of warhas brought about in a rapid and dra¬matic manner that which was surelyytft more slowly coming without it."The relations between England andAmerica have historic origin, followedby a Instorie course of development,and there is no other way of under-
standing them than through a study jof their history. American scholars
can render no higher service at the
present time than i:i bringing their
scholarship to bear upon matters whichtend toward promotion of a perfectunderstanding between the two conn-
tries.
"Teachers ¡n England and America

should be brought into closer union,Travel across the Atlantic after the
war will havo to be placed within the
means of all as a part, of reconstruc-tion. Not only the rich, but any indi-
vidual who so desires, shoulel be en-
ablod to travel with ease and com-fort between the United States and)England. Teachers in England will
then fall into the habit of spendingtheir holidays in America. Their-fel¬
low teachers there will be delighted to
welcome them, to tench them and in
turn to learn from them. An Ameri-
can is ever inquisitive.

"People may talk till tiicy fall dead
about unity. But all talk will provefruitless unless we come to know one janother, and I .have no hesitation in
declaring' that of all classes in the
community it is most important that
those who teach our children should
be enabled to exchange ideas."
