MOUNT VERNON, N. Y.. Feb. 26,-

Supreme Court Justice ,J. Addison
Young, ç£New Rochelle, to-day granted
a decree annulling the marriage of
Samuel Markewich, first assistant to
District Attorney Swann of Manhattan,
to Sadie B. Markewieh, upon the ground
that when the ceremony was performed
the bride was insane. Mrs. Marke¬
wieh is confined in the Central Islip
Hospital for the Insane on Long Island,to which institution she was removedafter having been in the Manhattan
Si.-ite Hospital and in the KivercrestSanitarium.
Among those who testified were Dr.Marcus B. Heytnan, of the Manhattan

State Hospital for the Insane, on
Ward's Island, and Dr. II. G. Gibson, of
the !s!i* Hospital. One of the insanity
experts swore that Mrs. Markewich had
been insane from birth.
After his marriage, «>n December 20,

Mr. Markewieh swore that his
wife became excitable; that she im¬
agined lier neighbors were constantlytalking about her arid that she also be-
came very jealous of him. The couplehave two children, aged S and H years.

Senator Wants
Investigation of
Insurance Rates

Downing Asks Legislature
to Act on Complaints

Sent Him

Advanced 10 Per Cent

Bill for State Purchase Com¬
mission; Would Bar Erie my

Alien Teachers

ALBANY, Feb. 26..A movement to

investigate the 10 per cent increase in
the fire insurance rates was started to-
day by Senator Bernard Downing, of
New York, who moved a resolution
which provides for a joint legislative
committee consisting of three Senators
and two Assemblymen. The measure
carries with it. an appropriation of
$5,000 for expenses.
Senator Downing said that real es-

täte bodies and numerous civic asso-
ciations had written to him complain-I ing of the increase in rates as un-
called for and unjust. The increase

¡was authorized by Jesse Phillips, State
Superintendent of Insurance.
The committee, if the resolution is

adopted, will inquire into the entire
question and report back to the Leg¬
islature whether there was any reason
for increase.

Against Alien Teachers
In the Assembly William C. Amos,

of New York, introduced a bill pre-
venting the employment of enemy
alien teachers in the public schools of
the state, or in any institution sup-
ported wholly or in part with public
moneys. The measure also forbids the
employment of any teachers but Amer-
icnn citizens.
In the Senate, Senator George

Slater's bill providing for the estab¬
lishment of a hoard of censors headed
by the State Commissioner of Educa¬
tion, to eliminate all German propa-gantia from the textbooks used in the
public schools, was advanced to the
order of third reading. It will be voted
on within a week, and its passage is
predicted by itse mover. It will 'then be
transmitted to the Assembly.

For Purchase Commission
A bill designed eventually to. estab-

lish a state purchasing commission was
introduced in the Legislature to-day by
Chairman Machólo! of the Assembly
Ways and Means Committee. The bill,
which embodies recommendations made
by a special commission to the Legis¬
lature recently, would create a central
supply committee for the state consist¬
ing of the Controller, Education Com-
missioner, Superintendent of Public
Works, secretary of the Trustees of
Public Buildings, chairman of the State
Hospital Commission, Fiscel Supervisor
of State Charities and the State Super¬
intendent of Prisons.

The establishment of a State Bureau
of Health Insurance is the purpose of a
bill introduced in the Legislature to¬
day by Senator Nicoll, of New York.
This proposed bureau would be under
the jurisdiction of the labor depart-

Loan, Says Meeker

Representative Tells House He
Knows Figure; No Con¬

firmation
[Staff Correspondence]

WASHINGTON, Feb. 26.."The next
Liberty Loan will bear «IV. per cent in¬
terest. I have that information di¬
rect," declared Representative Jacob
E. Meeker, of Missouri, to-day on the
floor of the House.
Much filterest was created by the

statement of Mr. Meeker, who evi¬
denced to-night considerable surprise
that so much attention had been drawn
to his remark. When it was pointed
out to him that Secretary McAdoo and
other Treasury officials have been si¬
lent on the subject Mr. Meeker saidthat he thoupht it was g««nerally un¬derstood in financial circles that the
next loan would bear the 4Via per centrate.

Representative Meeker declined toidentify his informant. He declared,however, that this should not. be taken
as evidence that he was not certain ofhis facts.
At the Treasury it was stated to¬night that Secretary McAdoo had is¬sued no statement and declined to com¬

ment on Mr. Meeker's remarks. Treas¬
ury officials stated, however, that Mr.Meeker probably had deduced his opin¬ion from the fact that Treasury cer¬tificates of indebtedness were issued
a week ago bearing the AV¿ per centrate ami from that had concluded thatthe next Liberty Loan woqld bear the
same rate of interest.

It was admitted by the Treasury of¬ficials that this was a fair deduction,hut they would not confirm it.

Her husband, E. J. Hudson, a pub¬lisher, said that for more than a yearhis wife's mind had been affected. Shehad returned only a month ago, he said,fiom the Northern State Hospital, in

Illinois. Where she had obtained tho
revolver neither he nor the r.urse could
imagine.

Bonas Decision Reserved

¡Justice Lehman to Determine
Validity of Payments to

Traction Officials
Justice Lehman reserved decision

yesterday in an action brought by the
City of N'ew York to determine the
validity of the payment of $210,000 in
bonuses by the Interborough Rapid

' Transit Company to some of its ofii-
cials. The testimony taken by the
Thompson Senatorial investigating com-
mittee showed that Theodore P. Shonts,
president of the Interborough, received
$150,000.
The city has asserted an interest in

tho bonus money paid and seeks a re-
distribution, so that the city receives
its proper credit for moneys paid out
on the dual subway contracts. It ir, al-
leged that the bonuses were unlawfully
paid.
John B. Stanchfield, who appeared as

counsel for the Interborough company,stated that the action was the after¬
math of the investigation of the Thomp-
son committee, and that the proceedingshould never have been brought, as the
men who received the money now sued
for earned it by four years of hard
work.

Justice Lehman also reserved de-
cisión in a similar action brought bythe city against the New York Munici¬
pal Railway Corporation to recover $1,-990,000, the amount paid to this de¬
fendant on notes issued by the Brook¬lyn Rapid Transit Company.
Army Trucks Reach Albany
ALBANY, Feb. 26.--The UnitedStates Army train of sixty motor

trucks, which left Buffalo two weeks
ago, reached Albany to-day. The fore¬
noon's run from Amsterdam was un-
eventful. The train left in the earlyafternoon for Hudson.
