Dog Days Are
Here in Lawn
Tennis World

Courts To Be Deserted Lntil
National Indoor Title Play

Begins, March 25

These aré the dog days in the world

of lawn tennis, and for the next two
weeks the courts will be deserted by
tournament players, except those who
put in their time practising for the
women's national indoor championships
and the similar events for the men,
both coming toward the end of this
month.
The women will start play on Mon¬

day, March 25, and continue throughthe week, while the r.-.en will begintheir championship tourney on March
-'10 and continue through the first week
of April. That will be about the end
of the indoor season, and then it will b .

to the clay courts out of doers, and a
start toward a season that, it is hoped.will be a notable one, even though the
greatest of our players will be missingbecause of war service.

Xow that Miss Molía Bjurstedt, the
national woman's champion, is back
in the East and ready to enter the lists
once more in the national indoor event,
it seems to be a foregone conclusion
that she will win the title without
great difficulty, as was the case in 1916
and 1916. Last year the great Norwe¬
gian was forced to default, owing to
her absence in California, and Miss
Marie Wagner, who had held the tile
for several years in succession before
'Miss Bjurstedt displaced her, once
again took possession.
The exceptional quality of play shown

by the champion this winter indicates
that she will probably rise to greater
¡'.sights on the courts this summer than
over before, if that is possible, ami
'hat. is saying that she will make the
same all-conquering sweep in the East
that marked her meteoric play in the
first two years of her stay in this
country.
Just at present there is no one in

sight who has even a fair chance of
dethroning the Norse queen, more';-
'he pity, but the quality of play
Miiong American girls is bound to
steadily rise, what with the recently
inaugurated national tournament for
girls, to be played nt Philadelphia next
June, and the general increase of in¬
terest among the feminine players.
There are. several of the younger stars
who may yet accomplish, the impossi¬
ble and defeat the Norwegian, out that
lime is not yet, and Miss Bjurstedt is
likely to reign supreme for a year or
tw o.

Value of Handicapping
In ¡m effort to bolster up tournament

play during K)18 and to provide closer
competition in all classes the United
States N'ational Lawn Tennis Associa¬
tion will set on foot a serie ; of handi-
cap tourneys this season. This will be
dene in the belief that players of the
poorer class will have a greater inc«':i-
tive to enter tournaments in which the
stars of the court are entered, and that
the very fact that the handicaps will
enable them to battle on even terma
with tho top-ranking players will be an
inducement impossible to resist.
We do not believe this opinion is

founded on true log'c. Handicapping
has its uses undoubtedly in most other
games, but not so in lawn tennis, which
has basic and ineradicable differences
'hat vil! ever sit it apart from other
forms of competitive sport.
The great majority of players, no

matter how wide the gan thai separates
them from t:" leaders i''" tho courts,
would >)re.ic.v to take their chances and
their defeats while struggling on an
equal basis. A victory, even over a
player like Norris Williams, would
never taste <o sweet to the winner who
realized that it was not his skill that
had accomplished the feat, but the
handicap. How many players do youknow who would, 2ven in a friendlymatch, accept a handicap from you,provided you were the better player?Not many, we opine.

Xo, the average player likes to stand
or fall on his own strength or weak-
ness, always buoyed up l'y the hopethat seme <}>\y he wi'l vanquish en" of
the notables through his own efforts.
Such ia human nature,
