The cotton market was quiet yester¬
day, but ruled generally steady, with
March contracts making a new high
record for the season. That delivery
sold at 32.80, or 17 points above Fri¬
day's close, and the general list closed
steady at a net advance of 3 to 17
points.
Trading was not active enough to

indicate any material chango in senti¬
ment, and a good part of the business
probably reflected evening up for over

the week end. After opening steady at
an advance of 2 to 12 points, prices
reacted slightly under realizing during
the middle of the morning, but small
offerings were soon absorbed with ac¬

tive months selling 8 to 17 points
net higher. The close was a shade
off from the best on new crop posi¬
tions, which probably reflected private
reports of rain in the Corpus Christi
section. Local map readers, however,
said that barometric conditions held
out no promise of relief from the Texas
drouth, complaints of which arc again
to reach the ling.
The advance was accompanied by rc-

ports of trade buying in May and July,
but offerings were scarce, and it did
not require much demand to cause the
improvement. The strength of the
March position, reports of continued
advances in cotton good», and reports
that spot were small were among the
features which seemed to restrict sell-
ing, even if they did not inspire much
fresh buying for long account. The
speeding up of shipments to New Eng-
land mill points, both from the South
and New York, was also considered a
favorable feature, although expecta¬
tions of a heavier domestic: consump¬
tion were modified by reports from Fall
River that mill production is being
kept down by a permanent scarcity of
labor. The big increase reported in
the visible supply of American cotton
was due to season's corrections in the
exports and ».floats, but spinners' tak-
ings made a disappointing showing also.
The bearish features in the statistical
position are chiefly with reference to
supplies held in this countrv, and the
absence of spot pressure against the
markets tends to modify the influence
of such figures around the ring. Some

¡ think that the final ginning report, duo
on Wednesday, may turn the attention
of the trade more largely to the sta-
tistical position, but pending the devel-
opinent of new crop prospects, it is felt
that the course of prices will depend
most largely upon the further attitude
of Southern spot holders.

Wheat..Reports from Washington
show continued agitation over the
question of raising the price of wheat
to induce farmers to plan a larger
acreage of sprÄig wheat this season.
One of the main arguments presented
is that the high prices for other grains
will have a tendency to influence farm¬
ers to plant corn, oats, rye and barley
in preference to spring wheat. A feat¬
ure of the situation, however, which is
not being given much prominence is
the fact that under the present gov¬
ernment guarantee of values the
farmer can plant his wheat with assur¬
ance of receiving about $2 per bushel.
The element of risk in the other
grains is of necessity much greater,
and as tin illustration of this reportsfrom the West show that cash corn
has dropped fully 00 cents per bushel,
for the low grades at least, during the
past week. Oats have also declined
quite sharply and many believe that
similar developments might easily oc¬
cur in rye and barley.
Corn.. Prices in the corn market on

Saturday experienced the sharpest
downward movement witnessed in
months. The May position in Chicngo
declined G cents a bushel from the
closing level of Friday, making a per¬
pendicular loss of G% cents during the
week. That month sold at $1.20%, the
lowest, price experienced since about
the middle of last December. The
day's operations were characterized byactivo liquidation and increased sell
