Ready to Sign Contract.Braves and Yankees
Begin Homeward Series To-day

MACON, Ga. March 31..Charley Herzog, the peppery infielder, has

reached an amicable agreement with the Boston Braves and will join his
new team at Augusta on Wednesday.

This means that Larry Doyle and Jess Barnes are saved to the Giants.
Jimmy Smith, the young second baseman who was sent to Boston in the
big deal, but who so far has failed to report to Stallings, has sent word
to the manager of the Braves that he is on the way to Georgia and will
connect with the team before the end of the week.
The fact that Herzog had finally seen'

the error of his way became known here
to-day through a telephone message
from George Stallinga, who is at his
plantation at Haddock, Ga. Stallings
paid Herzog had accepted the terms
offered him, and all that remained was
for the player to sign his contract. The
procedure will be carried out Wednes¬
day at Augusta, where Herzog will meet
Percy Haughton, president of the Bos¬
ton club.
Herzog told Stallings that he was in

condition to get into the game at once.
He will probably make his first appear¬
ance agai-ijst the Yankees at Orange-
bjirg, S. G., on Thursday.

Braves Beady for Scries
The Braves will roll into Macon at 4

o'clock to-morrow morning, and will re¬
main in their sleeper, which will be at¬
tached to the train leaving here for
Dublin to-morrow morning at 7 o'clock.
The series between the Yankees and
the Braves will open in the city with
the Irish name to-morrow afternoon.

Stallings will not be on hand to direct
his men in the opening encounter with
the Huggins clan, but has turned his
charges over to Ed Konetchy, the first
basemaíi. The Braves who will make
the trip North with the Yankees are
Massey and Kelley, left field; Powell
and Bailey, right field; Konetchy and
Govington, first base; J. Carlisle Smith,third base; Rawlins and Jimmy Smith,second base; Gonway and Herzog,shortstop; Wilson, Henry and Tregres-
ser, catchers; Nehf, Hughes, James.
Ragan, Canavan, Crum, Jones and Mur¬
ray, pitchers.

Braves, he will call upon his youngpitchers in the first two games with the
Yankees. This means that Ganavan,Crum, Jones and Murray will probablyperform in the box at Dublin to-mor¬
row and at Macon Tuesday.

THE fate of Sunday baseball for the State of New York will doubtless
be settled some time during the present week. Advocates of the
Lawson bill are very hopeful that the measure will be favorably

accepted by the Senate no later than Wednesday. It is believed now that
indorsement by the Legislature is next to an assured fact and that nothing
short of the veto cf Governor Whitman can block the proposed' easing of
the drastic, Puritanical blue laws.

The Lawson bill has been amended many times from its original form.
Each amendment seems to have won over certain forces of the opposition.
The latest amendment, that of last Saturday, has assured the presentation
of this momentous question in a manner that cannot offend the most bigoted
partisans of Sunday law and order. It assures a "home rule" power tc
the various municipalities involved directly.

The original "home rule" phase of the amendment would have made
baseball play on the Sabbath loyal "in municipalities where no local or¬
dinance forbade such entertainment." The new home rule amendment
makes it obligatory on the part of municipalities involved to create loca
ordinances favorable to the Sunday game.

Nothing Seems Fairer Than This
/""\NE can readily appreciate, then, the fact that the Lawson bill, as il^S will now be presented, is eminently fair to the constituents of th<
Senators and Assemblymen. It leaves the fate of baseball directly witl
the will of the majority in each and every individual locality. No longe:will the rural up-stater have reason to shout the godless Gothamite is trying to infringe upon his religious scruples. If the great masses wish Sun
day baseball (as appears to be the case) they should have it. But Sunda;play in New York City is not going to disturb the religious repose of Sulli
van County. The Lawson bill would free the asses from the yoke whicllias been tolerated these many years because of the fear of church opposition on the part of certain rural lawmakers.The eyes of said lawmakers have been opened considerably within thpast few week:;. The votes of labor and wome
can no longer be despised.

International Magnates Prove Gameness
/~\NCE more the magnates o£ the International League have rushed t^-^ the breach in a gallant charge in the general interests of organizebaseball. Too much praise cannot be heaped upon Charles T. Chapi(Rochester), Jack Dunn (Baltimore) and James J. McCaffery (Toronto'who refused to permit a prominent Class AA minor league circuit to t
counted out permanently.

The death of such a prominent organization could have had nothinbut a most demoralizing effect upon the game at a time when that ganneeds every encouragement and stimulus. To perfect plans of reorganiz;tion, which will be completed at a meeting in this city Wednesday next,was necessary to sacrifice certain established rights. The old Internation.League had to disband. That action automatically relieved all playersthe International League as formerly constituted from all contract oblig;tions; they became free agents in fact.If organized baseball possesses one shred of that sentiment wiiwhich wo are pleased to associate it, no advantage will be taken of tlpresent perdicament in which the prospective new club owners of the neInternational League find themselves. Though the two major leaguresponded nobly with the sinews of war at the time the old InternationLeague was crying for help against the ruthless extravagance of tlFederal League, it must not be forgotten that that generosity was partialprompted by the instinct of self-preservation. A collapse of the Interntionál League at the time doubtless would have encouraged the outlaband to hold out indefinitely for major rating and recognition.The old International League did enough for organized baseballguarantee to the New International every possible courtesy and respect.
